1957 - #56
(~) Bill Justis & His Orchestra - Raunchy (~) :: Raunchy 
* Bill Justis is responsible for our first song, its also a song that George Harrison played at his audition to join John Lennon and Paul McCartney’s early pre-Beatles band, The Quarrymen
*This was originally called “Backwards”, but  Justis changed the title when he heard someone enjoying the tune say that it was "raunchy," which back then meant "good" in teenage slang. 

1966 - #42
(13) Outsiders - Time Won't Let Me (3) :: 
* This Cleveland group was a one-hit wonder nationally, though their follow-up single "Respectable" was a minor hit in Ohio.
* The lead singer of this band, Sonny Geraci, was also the lead singer for another one-hit wonder band: Climax, with their song "Precious and Few." Also, Jimmy Fox, this band’s drummer later formed The James Gang with Joe Walsh, who you might know as the lead guitarist of The Eagles. 

1978 - #61
(12) Dire Straights - Sultans Of Swing (8) :: Dire Straits
* Group leader Mark Knopfler got the idea for this from watching a lousy club band perform. Knopfler got a lot of songwriting ideas from observing everyday people, something that got harder to do when he became famous. 
* This was the Dire Straits' first single. It was one of 5 songs on a demo tape they used to get their record deal. When the tape got played on London radio it started a bidding war for the band.

1984 - #52
(10) Genesis - That's All (15) :: Genesis
* This song is about a failing relationship. The singer feels that no matter how hard he tries, the relationship keeps ending up in the rut: "It's always the same, it's just a shame, and that's all."
* In the video, the 3 members of Genesis are apparently homeless, dressed in dirty clothes and warming themselves using fires in metal barrels. The connection between the video and the song (if there is one) is open to interpretation. 

1995
(6) Don't Speak By  No Doubt (3) :: Tragic Kingdom
* Although never released as a single in the US, this went straight to #1 in the UK and stayed there for a month. It is still their biggest UK hit to date, and helped both their album Tragic Kingdom and the follow-up singles "Just A Girl" and "Spiderwebs" make the top 10.
* Originally, this was co-written with Gwen's brother, Eric Stefani, before he left the band, and it was a love song. After No Doubt’s bassit Tony Kanal’s dumped Gwen, it became a song about heartbreak.

2005
(7) Of A Revolution - Love And Memories (6):: Stories Of A Stranger
* The second track off O-A-R’s newest album – released last year, October 4, 2005. 
* Due to massive online distribution over campus networks, the band has become a college hit, with many songs relating to the band members' personal lives at Ohio State University. – Which coincidentally, is how I discovered the band.
