(17) Little Richard - True Fine Mama (10) :: Here’s Little Richard
* Our first song tonight is from the album, Here's Little Richard - the debut album from Little Richard, even though he had already scored six Top 40 hits the previous year, some of which were included on this recording.
* In 2003, the album was ranked at number 50 on Rolling Stone magazine's list of the 500 greatest albums of all time.

1968
(~32) Jimi Hendrix - Voodoo Child (~1) :: Electric Ladyland
* Steve Winwood, of the band Traffic, played organ on this. Winwood often played on the same bill with Hendrix and when Jimi was recording this in New York, he had Winwood come by and play.
* This was one of several standout wah-wah popularized songs, alongside Cream's "White Room" and Isaac Hayes' "Theme from 'Shaft'." Hendrix was considered a master of the wah-wah pedal.

1975 - #85
(19) Foghat - Slow Ride (Extended) (4) :: Fool For The City
* Our next song is English Rock band Foghat's top single, peaking at number 20. It also appeared on Foghat Live (1977), which was their best selling album at over two million copies.
*  The song has a special place in pop culture being featured prominently in films like FM, and Dazed And Confused – and the TV Show Family Guy. And I’m sure most people will remember the single version appearing in the video game Grand Theft Auto: San Andreas, on the in-game radio station, K-DST.

1982 
(27) Billy Idol - White Wedding (6) :: Billy Idol
* The inspiration for "The Impression That I Get" was the killing of five at an abortion clinic in Massachusetts.
* While this song is actually very anti-marriage, many people still play it at their weddings. 
* When Doves Cry was #1

1997
(20) Mighty Mighty Bosstones - The Impression (5) :: Lets Face It
* The Mighty Mighty Bosstones were a ska-core band from here in Boston, formed in 1985. They are credited with the creation of the ska-core genre, a form of music that mixes elements of third-wave ska and hardcore.
*  The album showcased heavy riffs, grunge, and classic rock influences while maintaining the band's own originality.
2005
(7) Dropkick Murphys - I'm Shipping Up To Boston (2):: The Warrior's Code
* Speaking of Bands from Boston, our next group has become quite famous for their cover of the song “Tessie”, the Boston Red Sox rally song – which has assured their legacy here in Beantown for quite some time. 
* This next song, featured prominted in Martin Sorcese’s newest Boston-based mob Movie, The Departed, could also be considered a cover as the lyrics were taken from an unpublished Woody Guthrie work – a man you probably know better as the man who wrote the American classic, “This Land Is Your Land.”
