1957
(8)Bobby Helms – Jingle Bell Rock ::(2) Jingle Bell Rock
* This is considered the first mainstream Rock 'n' Roll Christmas song.

*Helms was a new, relatively successful country artist with two #1 country hits in 1957, "Fraulein" and "My Special Angel," both of which were crossover hits that made it into the Pop Top 40.

*Although this was released only 2 days before Christmas in 1957, the single still hit #6 on the pop chart. The song was re-released around Christmas in 1958 and again in 1960, making it back to the charts each time.

1962
(0) Four Seasons – Santa Clause is Coming to Town (0) :: The 4 Season’s Christmas Album
* One of the more forgotten covers of this Christmas classic, also sung by the Beach Boys, Tony Bennett, Bing Crosby, and The Jackson Five. 

* First released as a single and re-released on a Christmas compilation LP  

1970
(0) Carpenters – Merry Christmas Darling (0) :: Christmas Portrait
* This was the Carpenters' first attempt at Christmas music. The lyric was written in 1946 by Frank Pooler, who was the choir director at California State University, Long Beach. Karen and Richard Carpenter were both part of the choir. In 1966, at Pooler's request, Richard composed the music for this ballad, which has been a hit every Christmas since its release in 1970. 

1984 
(0) Queen - Thank God It's Christmas (10) :: Single
* Our 80’s song was written by Queen guitarist Brian May and drummer Roger Taylor – and spent six weeks on the UK charts during the Holiday season.

* Released as a single just after Thanksgiving 1984, the song did not appear on a Queen album until Greatest Hits III, which was released in 1999.

1994
(6) Mariah Carey - All I Want For Christmas Is You (12) :: Merry Christmas
*Our 90’s track is off the best selling Christmas album of all time, which was certified five times platinum, and spent 27 weeks on the Billboard 200.
* Released at the peak of Mariah Carey’s career, this album Merry Christmas, features both covers and originals. This track was the first single to be released, and the most successful – an original from Carey.

2002
(0) James Taylor - Have Yourself A Merry Little Christmas (5):: October Road
* Released on his 19th album, our next Christmas song on the Timeline comes from James Taylor – off his October road album.
* Even though this was the lone holiday song on an otherwise normal album – earlier this year this track was included on the reissue of  his 2004 album “James Taylor: A Christmas Album.”
