Literary Devices and Techiniques

Character- are the individuals who take part in the story’s action.
main character (protagonist)-

minor character- smaller characters in story.

dynamic character- a character that changes through the story.

static character- character that stays the same through the story.


Setting- is the time and place in which a story takes place.
 Plot- is the progression of related events in a work of fiction. Plot originates in a conflict, or problem, that sets off a sequence of actions, rises to a climax, or point of greatest intensity, and ends with a resolution, or conclusion.
Exposition- writing or speech primarily intended to convey information or to explain
Inciting Incident- Starting of the Rising Action. Spark of the story.

Rising Action- points of the story that lead to the climax.

Climax- point of greatest intensity

Falling Action- After climax leading to Denounement.

Denouement (Resolution)- ending of the story. Tying it all up.


Theme – main point or idea of story.
