Details and Tone

Detail A 

The details churn your stomach giving the affect of nausea and sickness on the reader.

It makes the reader want to throw up because the words make him uncomfortable.

By adding the last words to the passage it gives the character a sense of more desperation.

It makes the passage more intense and vile. If he didn’t add himself he would just be eating something rotten but by adding himself it gives the entire passage a disgusting effect.

Apply A

The obese man plucked the greasy, oil, fattening, burger up and shoved it into his wide salivating mouth, slobbering everywhere while he mashed it in his mouth.

Detail B

The second sentence describes how Tomasito is playing and what he looks like. The details give the reader an idea of what he looks like when he blows into his tuba. 

Detail: B

Consider: An old man, Don Tomasito, the baker, played the tuba. When he blew into the huge mouthpiece, his face would turn purple and his thousand wrinkles would disappear as his skin filled out.

The first sentence effectively expresses an attitude toward Tomasito because he is blowing so much air into his tuba that he is getting rid of old wrinkles. He is trying so hard his wrinkles disappear or disintegrate. The attitude being created is of much strength and hardship. He is putting forth all of his oxygen in his body to blow his tuba.

Jack hopped over the puddle. Jack jumped over the puddle with such intensity, such force that it seemed like he could jump over the Atlantic Sea.

Detail C

J.P. Morgan sounds like someone important. A Turkish bath sounds like a sauna or steam room.

When I think of a butcher I think of a big burly and ugly man. The details contribute to the point that Charley doesn’t think he looks like much but he could be great. He looks like an average person but he could be something extraordinary.

The passage would be different if he was a baker because a baker looks a lot friendlier and jolly then a butcher. A baker is usually a plump jolly man that’s makes bread and cakes. 

Detail D

At first the narrator gives Henry a tone of being a Merry Monarch who is a friend of everybody in a positive way but then is described as being a cold acute observer in a negative way. The order in details makes the read see that Henry at first looks like a good guy but there’s more to him then that. He has his darker sides. 

Churchill’s attitude towards Henry is indecisive. Churchill makes Henry seem like a good fair monarch who looks jolly and happy. But in a way also makes him mysterious. Henry won’t tell other people what he is thinking and this can cause nervousness or shows a shadowy figure.
