Ex. The Mariner develops a tone of disgust and fear toward the sea creatures in the first stanza. The images of the men dead on the deck and a thousand thousand slimy things slipping through the water create a picture of someone who is frightened for his own life and disgusted by the sigh of death and “slimy” creatures.

The second stanza, however registers a change in tone from fear and disgust to intrigue and interest. The Mariner now pays more attention to the creatures and notes their “rich attire,” colors of “blue, glossy green, and velvet black” along with “flashes of golden fire” when they swim. Certainly, the Mariner is intrigued by the beauty of the creatures, where before he only saw that they were slimy.

Imagery B

The imagery of pitter-patter is like rain and this describes the quick light drumming.
