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Estimated Grade Level: K to 2nd
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Plot:


The giant, Hasuni, from on top of the mountain notices a smoke coming from an island in the ocean.  Curious to see who or what is causing this smoke he goes down to investigate.  He finds and empty campsite and lobsters steaming.  Since he left in such a hurry and did not eat breakfast, he decides to eat the lobsters.  After doing that, he decides the hammock looks really comfortable so he takes a nap.  However, while sleeping the owner of the campsite comes back and shakes Hasuni to wake him up.  He is so startled that he runs all the way back to his campsite without a word to the person who woke him.  But when Hasuni returns to his campsite, he realizes that the same thing that he did to that person’s campsite has happened to his.  Once he comes to this realization, the owner of the other campsite comes up the mountain.  The ask each other to explain there actions and they both start laughing and they are friends for ever after.

Characters:


Hasuni: Although he has two friends, a giant lion and elephant, he is lonely.  He is excited when he notices smoke billowing from an island.  Even with this, he does not show enough of a personality to be considered round, nor does he change enough to be dynamic.
Conflict:


The conflict here is rather insignificant within the story.  The closest entity that can be considered a conflict is the question of who is making the smoke from the island, or Hasuni trying to battle his loneliness.
Resolution:


Hasuni finds out who is causing the smoke on the island and it turns out to be a giant woman.

Illustrations:


The illustrations were created by Ezra Tucker.  He did a magnificent job in making all the characters very lifelike.  It seems that he used an oil-based paint in his pictures.
