ADJECTIVES AND THE WORDS THEY DESCRIBE
Curriculum Concept or Unit Area:  This lesson will take approximately 50 to 60 minutes.  It will cover the basic definitions of nouns and adjectives and where they can be found in a sentence.  The students will be given examples of each and be challenged to come up with examples of their own.  In order to better facilitate the lesson we will be using animals as examples of nouns which the adjectives will describe.  This information will be presented to the students in the form of movement, songs about nouns and adjectives, short demonstration of nouns and adjectives by the teacher, and short lecture/discussion led by the teacher.
Goals/Objectives:  
1. TSW be able to define and understand the listed vocabulary below.
2. TSW participate in all the activities

3. TSW be able to recognize and give examples of nouns and adjectives
4. TSW be able to answer related questions on an end of lesson worksheet or test

Materials:  White board or chalk board with dry erase markers or chalk, worksheet to test student’s knowledge, poster of the songs that the students will sing.
Formation of students for reception of information:  
· Seated at desks for information and worksheet
· Open space for experimental/movement section

· Semicircle for evaluation


Vocabulary:  
1. Noun – a person, place, or thing
2. Adjective – a word that describes a noun

3. BEST – Elements used in movement

a. Body – Locomotor or nonlocomotor 

b. Energy – Smooth or sharp, quality of movement
c. Space – High, medium, or low zones

d. Time – Long or short, beat and pulse

Procedure:  
1. TTW first give the definitions of a noun and adjective and examples of each (write on board)
2. TTW ask for additional examples of each from the class

3. TTW put up the poster of the song the class is going to sing (song attached on last page)

4. TTW go over the song first with the class quiet

5. TTW have the class sing the song with him/her

6. TTW do the same for the second song 

7. TTW write up a few sentences on the board and have some of the students label the adjectives and nouns
8. TTW teach the BEST elements of movement.  
9. TTW have all the student move their desks to the walls of the room

10. TTW have the students image each animal when it comes to that stanza in the songs

11. TTW have the class move around the room, at first simply walking, then he/she will name adjectives for the children to image

12. TTW will now combine the previous two activities and have the children image animals and the adjectives that the teacher calls out

13. TTW bring the class into a semicircle for discussion

14. TTW have the class move their desks back to their places and have them label nouns and adjectives on a handout with a few sentences on it
Evaluation:  During the semicircle time ask the students about which was their favorite part of the lesson and why.  Questions to ask: 

· What are the two types of words we have imaged and discussed today?
· What are some examples of each?

· TTW name some words and have the class label them either nouns or adjectives.

· What are some adjectives to describe a snake, bird, and elephant?

Extended/Related Activities:  This lesson could lead in to the science with the discussion of animals and how they move and live.  It could also be extended to incorporate additional terms (adverbs, verbs, pronouns, prefixes, and suffixes).  With the adjectives from the song, the teacher could get the children to name other objects that have similar descriptions.  This could include inanimate as well as animate objects; and you could leap into science from there also.
