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Estimated Grade Level: K to 3rd
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Plot:


The character/narrator goes beyond the letter ‘Z’ in the alphabet.  He shows Conrad Cornelius o’Donald o’Dell what letters exist past ‘Z’.  He thinks up such letters as what looks like a ‘Y’ with a few zig zags at the bottom and it is pronounced YUZZ which is for the creature Yuzz-a-ma-Tuzz.  Also, another one is what appears to be a capital ‘U’ sitting on a lower case ‘M’ which sounds like ‘UM’ as in Umbus.  He goes on like this for 19 letters.  This is set in a rhyming scheme.

Characters:


Conrad Cornelius o’Donald o’Dell: He is the child who is shown the extra letters in the alphabet.  He starts out doubting that they even exist but as the book persists he comes around and embraces the extra letters.


Narrator:  Since it is told from this boy’s perspective we don’t know his name.  He is the one who shows Conrad Cornelius o’Donald o’Dell all the letters after Zebra.
Conflict:


The conflict here is man against self.  It is Conrad Cornelius o’Donald o’Dell verses himself in not believing the narrator’s extensions of the alphabet.

Resolution:


Conrad Cornelius o’Donald o’Dell comes around and accepts the fact that there are many more letters after ‘Z’.

Illustrations:


The as done by Dr. Seuss, and he uses paints for bringing his images to life and he uses criss-cross black lines to show shading.

Narrative:


This is a first person narration.
