Movement, Music, and Math                              Grade Level: Kindergarten
GET UP AND MAKE A SHAPE
Curriculum Concept or Unit Area:  This lesson will take approximately 50 to 60 minutes.  It will cover the basic shapes, how to create them, and what are some o f the basic properties of the shapes.  This lesson will mainly use the shapes square, rectangle, triangle and circle.  This information will be presented to the students in the form of movement, hands-on activities with shapes, a song about shapes, short demonstration with shapes by the teacher, and short lecture/discussion led by the teacher.
Goals/Objectives:  
1. TSW be able to define and understand the listed vocabulary below.
2. TSW participate in all the activities

3. TSW be able to recognize and draw the shapes discussed

4. TSW be able to answer related questions on an end of lesson worksheet or test

Materials:  Poster board of the different shapes colored different colors, white board or chalk board with dry erase markers or chalk, worksheet to test student’s knowledge.
Formation of students for reception of information:  
· Seated at desks for information and worksheet
· Open space for experimental/movement section

· Semicircle for evaluation


Vocabulary:  
1. Circle – a round shape (like a ball) with no sides

2. Square – a box with all sides the same length

3. Rectangle – a shape with opposite sides the same length

4. Triangle – a three sided shape

5. BEST – Elements used in movement

a. Body – Locomotor or nonlocomotor 

b. Energy – Smooth or sharp, quality of movement
c. Space – High, medium, or low zones

d. Time – Long or short, beat and pulse

Procedure:  
1. TTW describe the different shapes and show the class a poster of the different shapes that they are going to be working with

2. TTW get the class to describe a way that each shape is different from the other shapes

3. TTW put up the poster of the song the class is going to sing (song attached on last page)

4. TTW go over the song first with the class quiet

5. TTW have the class sing the song with him/her

6. TTW have the students act out the different shapes while standing next to their desks

7. TTW teach the BEST elements of movement.  
8. TTW have all the student move their desks to the walls of the room

9. TTW assign each shape a different sound, such as a circle will be represented by a clap, a square will be a snap, etc

10. TSW be walking around the room and when they hear a certain sound they will take form of the designated shape

11. While doing the same thing TTW also say a different level (high, medium, low) for the students to form a shape

12. TTW bring the class into a semicircle for discussion

13. TTW have the class move their desks back to their places and have them draw and color all the different shapes and name an object that is the same shape

Evaluation:  During the semicircle time ask the students about which was their favorite part of the lesson and why.  Questions to ask: 

· What are the four shapes we imaged today?

· What is the same shape as a circle, square, rectangle, and triangle?
· How many sides does a circle have?

· What two shapes have four sides?

Extended/Related Activities:  From here, you could probably discuss a few 3-D objects such as spheres, cones, pyramids, and cubes.  Also, you could have the shapes discussed to be a part of the spelling words.  You could teach these same shapes in Spanish, and change the song around so that it is also in Spanish.
