How and Why did DFS get involved in the first place?

There is one annoying fact that keeps replaying in my mind that I cannot seem to shake and perhaps this is a leading factor that needs to be investigated. I know that my ex had other sources that “helped” him gain the knowledge of new husband’s offense, but the fact that Alyce Carpenter took the time to come to court when my ex filed the exparte orders of protection against my new husband and I with my children, still haunts my memory. I distinctly remember the judge stating the fact that he had to greatly weigh on my ex’s side because of the fact that she (Alyce Carpenter) showed her face and testified on the stand that day. The simple fact that my new husband had a background should not be grounds enough for one, give legal access to kidnap my children (considering the registry protection law for starters) and two for DFS to come in and stand in court simply over his legal description alone. My new husband did not do anything to my children. There was NO neglect, NO abuse, NO foul play of anything. So, why did Mrs. Carpenter find it in HER best interest to make herself “available” in court that day? Why did my ex find it in his interest to get the state involved in a civil issue when there was clearly NO physical or psychological evidence that proves that there was any type of abuse or neglect? The thought has continuously crossed my mind that there is something going on with the “inside”. I mean, my mother-in-law even thought about it. Are there “favors” being done? What exactly IS going on in the background? Why on earth would a state representative get involved in a case that should have been civilly handled to begin with? 

I know beyond a shadow of doubt, that my ex had conferences with Alyce Carpenter prior to kidnapping my children because I have his testimony on tape that she was the one that suggested the idea of “taking them” to start with. I also know that he called the abuse hotline on several occasions trying to come up with some bogus excuse that I was neglecting my children in some ridiculous way. Not to mention consoling the local police (which is probably why they did not take me seriously when I thought that he was up to something, because they already knew that I was right, but sided with him anyway, for what reason, I do not know.) When workers investigated us, the case was dismissed because there was no supporting evidence to support this silly allegation, in fact the opposite was proved and it backfired because he had to be questioned also. Even when “suggestions” of misconduct were reported, this too was dismissed because there was nothing to support it. When the workers did not consider these matters substantial enough, Alyce Carpenter over rode it because she had the control by the title of head supervisor of the division. 

I also know that the workers in the division freely talked about inside cases to anyone that they choose. All cases should be completely confidential, however, it is interesting to know that certain information seems to come out of the office without any permission letters to accompany it. How can this be possible? And how do they continually get by with it?
