Old Testament names:

1. Adam – Gen 1-3
This is the Hebrew word for "man". It could be ultimately derived from Hebrew adam meaning "to be red", referring to the ruddy color of human skin, or from Assyrian adamu meaning "to make". According to Genesis in the Old Testament Adam was created from the earth by God (there is a word play on Hebrew adamah "earth"). He and Eve were supposedly the first humans, living happily in the Garden of Eden until Adam ate a forbidden fruit given to him by Eve. 

2. Eve - Gen 1-3
From the Hebrew name Chavvah, which was derived from the Hebrew word chavah "to breathe" or the related word chayah "to live". According to the Old Testament Book of Genesis Eve and Adam were the first humans. She gave the forbidden fruit to Adam, causing their expulsion from the Garden of Eden. 

3. Cain – Gen 4
Means "acquired" in Hebrew. In Genesis in the Old Testament Cain was the first son of Adam and Eve. He killed his brother Abel after God accepted Abel's offering instead of his. 

4. Abel - Gen 4
From the Hebrew name Hebel which meant "breath". In the Old Testament he was the second son of Adam and Eve, murdered out of envy by his brother Cain. 

5. Noah – Gen 6-9
Derived from the Hebrew name Noach meaning "rest, comfort". In the Old Testament Noah was the builder of the ark which allowed him, his family, and two of each animal to survive the great Flood. After the Flood he received the sign of the rainbow as a covenant from God.
6. Abraham – Gen 12-22, 25
This name may be viewed either as meaning "father of many" in Hebrew or else as a contraction of Abram and Hebrew hamon "many". The biblical Abraham was originally named Abram but God changed his name (see Genesis 17:5). He led the Hebrews into Canaan, and is regarded by the Jews as being the founder of the Hebrews through his son Isaac and by the Muslims as being the founder of the Arabs through his son Ishmael. A famous bearer of this name was Abraham Lincoln, the American president during the American Civil War.

7. Sarah – Gen 12:10-20; Gen 16, 18, 20, 23
Means "lady" or "princess" in Hebrew. This was the name of the wife of Abraham in the Old Testament. She became the mother of Isaac at the age of 90. Her name was originally Sarai, but God changed it (see Genesis 17:15).
8. Isaac – Gen 21-22, 24, 26, 27; Gen 35:27-29
From the Hebrew name Yitschaq which meant "he laughs". Isaac in the Old Testament was the son of Abraham and the father of Esau and Jacob. Famous bearers of this name include the physicist and mathematician Sir Isaac Newton and the science-fiction writer Isaac Asimov.
9. Jacob – Gen 25:19-34; Gen 27-35
10. Joseph – Gen 37, 39-45,48
From the Hebrew name Yoseph meaning "he will add". In the Old Testament Joseph was the eleventh son of Jacob. Because he was the favourite of his father, his older brothers sent him to Egypt and told their father that he had died. In Egypt, Joseph became an advisor to the pharaoh, and was eventually reconciled with his brothers when they came to Egypt during a famine.
Sons of Jacob (12 Tribe of Israel) – Gen 49
11. The first son was born to Leah and was "Reuben" whose name means "See a Son".  

12. The second son born to Leah was "Simeon" whose name means "Hearing".
13. The third son born to Leah was "Levi" and it means "joined".
14. The fourth son born to Leah was "Judah" and it means "praise". 
15. The fifth son, who was born to Bilhah, was "Dan" (Daniel) and it means "judging".  
16. The sixth son,  born unto Bilhah, was "Napthali" and his name means "wrestling".

17. The seventh son, who was born to Zilpah, was named "Gad" .  His name means "troop".  
18. The eighth son, born to Zilpah, was "Asher" and his name means "happy".

19. The ninth son was born to Leah, and he was "Issachar".  His name means "hire or reward".
20. The tenth son, born to Leah, was "Zebulon" and his name means "dwelling".

21. The eleventh son, born to Rachel, was "Joseph" and his name means "adding".

22. The twelfth son son, born to Rachel, was "Benjamin" which means "Son of my right hand".
23. Moses – Ex 2,14,20,34
From the Hebrew name Mosheh which is most likely derived from Egyptian mes meaning "son", but could also possibly mean "deliver" in Hebrew. The meaning suggested in the Old Testament of "drew out" from Hebrew mashah is unlikely. The biblical Moses was drawn out of the Nile by the pharaoh's daughter. He led the Jews out of captivity in Egypt and received the Ten Commandments from God.

24. Aaron – Ex 6:20,23; Ex 7:7; Ps 106:16; Nu 33:38; Ex 3:21-32; Ex 24:13-14; http://www.churchesofchrist.net/authors/John_L_Kachelman_Jr/people-ot/aaron.htm
From the Hebrew name Aharon which is most likely of unknown Egyptian origin. Other theories claim a Hebrew derivation, and suggest meanings such as "high mountain" or "exalted". In the Old Testament Aaron was the older brother of Moses and the first high priest of the Israelites.

25. Joshua – book of Joshua
From the Hebrew name Yehoshua which meant "YAHWEH is salvation". Joshua was one of the twelve spies sent into Canaan by Moses in the Old Testament. After Moses died Joshua succeeded him as leader of the Israelites. The name Jesus was a variant of the name Joshua.

26. Gideon – Judges 6-8
Means "feller" or "hewer" in Hebrew. Gideon was a hero of the Old Testament who led the Israelites against the Midianites.
27. Samson –  Judges 13-16
From the Hebrew name Shimshon which probably meant "sun". Samson was an Old Testament hero of exceptional strength. His uncut hair was the source of his power, but his mistress Delilah betrayed him and cut it. Thus he was captured by the Philistines, blinded, and brought to their temple. However, in a final act of strength, he pulled down the pillars of the temple upon himself and his captors.

28. Ruth – book of Ruth
From a Hebrew name which was derived from the Hebrew word re'uth meaning "friend". This is the name of the central character in the Book of Ruth in the Old Testament. She was a Moabite woman who was the ancestor of king David.
29. Tamar – Gen 38
Means "date palm" in Hebrew. Tamar was the daughter-in-law of Judah in the Old Testament. Also in the Old Testament, this was the name of a daughter of David.
30. Rahab – Joshua 2 & 6
Means "spacious" in Hebrew. This was the name of a prostitute of Jericho who aided the Israelites in the Old Testament.
31. Samuel – 1 Sam 1-3
From the Hebrew name Shemu'el which could mean either "name of God" or "God has heard". Samuel was the last of the ruling judges in the Old Testament. He anointed Saul to be the first king of Israel, and later anointed David.

32. Saul – 1 Sam 10:17-27
From the Hebrew name Sha'ul which meant "asked for" or "prayed for". This was the name of the first king of Israel who ruled just before King David, as told in the Old Testament. Also, Saul was the original name of Saint Paul before his conversion to Christianity.

33. David – 1 Sam 17
Possibly derived from Hebrew dod meaning "beloved". David was the second and greatest of the kings of Israel, ruling in the 10th century BC. Several stories about him are told in the Old Testament, including his defeat of Goliath, a giant Philistine. Jesus was supposedly descended from him. Other famous bearers of this name include the 5th-century patron saint of Wales, two kings of Scotland, empiricist philosopher David Hume, and explorer David Livingstone. This is also the name of the hero of Charles Dickens' semiautobiographical novel 'David Copperfield'.

34. Solomon – 2 Sam 12:24-25; 1 Kings 1-3 (also from 2 Chr 1:1-13 and much more) 
From the Hebrew name Shelomoh which was derived from Hebrew shalom "peace". Solomon was a king of Israel, the son of David, renowned for his wisdom. Supposedly, the Book of Proverbs, Ecclesiastes and the Song of Solomon in the Old Testament were written by him.

35. Elijah – 1 Kings 18:20-40
From the Hebrew name Eliyahu meaning "my God is YAHWEH". Elijah was a Hebrew prophet of the 9th century BC, during the reign of King Ahab and his queen, Jezebel. The two Books of Kings in the Old Testament tell of his exploits, which culminate with him being carried to heaven in a chariot of fire.

36. Elisha – 2 Kings 2:1-14
Means "God is help" in Hebrew. Elisha was a prophet in the Old Testament, the successor of Elijah.
37. Jeremiah – book of Jeremiah (chapter introduces who is Jeremiah)
From the Hebrew name Yirmeyahu which meant "YAHWEH has uplifted". This was the name of one of the major prophets of the Old Testament, author of the Book of Jeremiah and (supposedly) the Book of Lamentations. He lived to see the Babylonian destruction of Jerusalem in the 6th century BC.
38. Isaac – Gen 21:1-7; Gen 22:1-19; Gen 24,2,276
From the Hebrew name Yitschaq which meant "he laughs". Isaac in the Old Testament was the son of Abraham and the father of Esau and Jacob. Famous bearers of this name include the physicist and mathematician Sir Isaac Newton and the science-fiction writer Isaac Asimov.

39. Isaiah – book of Isaiah (http://fly.hiwaay.net/~wgann/walk_ot/isaiah.htm)
From the Hebrew name Yesha'yahu meaning “Yahweh is salvation”. Isaiah was a major prophet of the Old Testament, supposedly the author of the Book of Isaiah. He was from Jerusalem and probably lived in the 8th century BC.

40. Jonah – Jonah (whole book, Jonah in the belly of a whale in verse 1:17)
From the Hebrew name Yonah, which was derived from the Hebrew word yonah meaning "dove". This was the name of a prophet swallowed by a fish, as told in the Old Testament Book of Jonah. He emerged from the fish alive three days later.

41. Daniel – Daniel (whole book, Daniel in the Lions’ Den in 14:31-42)
From the Hebrew name Daniyel meaning "God is my judge". Daniel was a Hebrew prophet whose story is told in the Book of Daniel in the Old Testament. He lived during the Jewish captivity in Babylon, where he served in the court of the king, rising to prominence by interpreting the king's dreams. The book also presents Daniel's four visions of the end of the world. Famous bearers of this name include English author Daniel Defoe, Swiss mathematician Daniel Bernoulli, and American frontiersman Daniel Boone.
42. Job – Job (whole book)
Means "persecuted" in Hebrew. In the Book of Job in the Old Testament, he is a patient man who is mistreated by God in order to be tested.
43. Amos – Amos (whole book)
Means "to carry" in Hebrew. Amos was one of the minor prophets in the Old Testament, the author of the Book of Amos, the oldest of the prophetic books.
44. Hannah - 1 Sam 1-3
From the Hebrew name Channah which meant "favour" or "grace". Hannah was the mother of Samuel the prophet in the Old Testament. The Latin version of this name is Anna.
45. Dorcas or Tabitha - Acts 9:36-43
Derived from Greek dorkas meaning "gazelle". In the New Testament this is the Greek translation of the name Tabitha (see Acts 9:36).

46. Esther – Esther (whole books shows how Esther saved the Jews)
Possibly means "star" in Persian. Alternatively it could be a Hebrew form of ISHTAR, the name of a Persian goddess. The Book of Esther in the Old Testament tells of Queen Esther, the Jewish wife of the king of Persia, who saves many Jews from persecution
47. Josiah – 2 Chr 34-35; Mt 1:11 (the only righteous King in the sight of the Lord)
Means "YAHWEH supports" in Hebrew. In the Old Testament this is the name of a king of Judah famous for his religious reforms. He was killed fighting the Egyptians at Megiddo.

48. Deborah – Judges 4-5
Means "bee" in Hebrew. Deborah was the nurse of Rebecca in the Old Testament. Also in the Old Testament, this was the name of a heroine and prophetess who led the Israelites in defeating the Canaanites.

49. Miriam – Ex 2,15; Nm 12,20
Usual English form of Maria, which was the Latin form of the New Testament Greek names Mariam or Maria (the spellings are interchangeable), which were from the Hebrew name Miriam. The meaning is not known for certain, but there are several theories including "sea of bitterness", "rebelliousness", and "wished for child". However it was most likely originally an Egyptian name, perhaps derived in part from mry "beloved" or mr "love". Hebrew form of Mary used in the Old Testament, where it belongs to the elder sister of Moses and Aaron.
50. Jephthah – Judges 11

Means "YAHWEH sets free" in Hebrew. In the Old Testament this name belongs to a judge who defends Israel from the Ammonites.

51. Ezekiel – book of Ezekiel
From the Hebrew name Yechezqel meaning "God strengthens". Ezekiel was a major prophet of the Old Testament, the author of the Book of Ezekiel. He lived in Jerusalem until the Babylonian conquest and captivity of Israel, at which time he was taken to Babylon. The Book of Ezekiel describes his vivid symbolic visions which predict the restoration of the kingdom of Israel.

52. Jabez – 1 Chr 4:9-10 (Prayer of Jabez)
Means "sorrow" in Hebrew. This is the name of a character in the Old Testament who was blessed by God.

53. Judith – book of Judith
From the Hebrew name Yehudit which meant "woman from Judea". Judea was an ancient region in Israel. This was the name of the main character of the apocryphal Book of Judith who kills an invading Assyrian commander by beheading him in his sleep. The Book is a vivid and most picturesque story of how God delivered the Jewish people through a woman... in Exodus, God used Moses, here God uses the least of the least, a widow woman, Judith, who cut off the head of Holofernes and gave the victory and deliverance to the Jewish people (13:8).

54. Melchizedek – Gen 14:17-24; Heb 7; Psalm 110
55. Jesse – 1 Chr 2:13-15; 1 Sam 10:10-11; Mt 1:5-6
From the Hebrew name Yishay which possibly meant "gift". Jesse was the father of King David in the Old Testament.
New Testament names:

1. John the Baptist – Mt 3; Mk 1:2-8; Lk 3:1-20; Mk 1:9-10; Lk 3:21-22; Jn 1:29-34; Mt 14:1-12; Lk9:7-9; Mk 6:14-29
English form of Johannes, which was the Latin form of the Greek name Ioannes, itself derived from the Hebrew name Yochanan meaning "YAHWEH is gracious".

2. Mary, Mother of Jesus – Lk 1-3; Jn 19:25-27 (much more)
Usual English form of Maria, which was the Latin form of the New Testament Greek names Mariam or Maria (the spellings are interchangeable), which were from the Hebrew name Miriam. The meaning is not known for certain, but there are several theories including "sea of bitterness", "rebelliousness", and "wished for child". However it was most likely originally an Egyptian name, perhaps derived in part from mry "beloved" or mr "love".

3. Joseph – Mt 1:16-24; Lk 2:1-7; Mt 2:19-23; Lk 2:39
From the Hebrew name Yoseph meaning "he will add". In the New Testament: Joseph the husband of Mary.
4. Mary Magdelane – Mk 16:9-11; Jn 20:11-18; Jn 19:25-27; Lk 10:38-42; Jn 11:1-15; Jn 12:1-8
Usual English form of Maria, which was the Latin form of the New Testament Greek names Mariam or Maria (the spellings are interchangeable), which were from the Hebrew name Miriam. The meaning is not known for certain, but there are several theories including "sea of bitterness", "rebelliousness", and "wished for child". However it was most likely originally an Egyptian name, perhaps derived in part from mry "beloved" or mr "love".  From a title which meant "of Magdala". Mary Magdalene, a character in the New Testament, was named thus because she was from Magdala - a village on the sea of Galilee whose name meant "tower" in Hebrew.
12 Apostles – Mt 10:1-4; Mk 3:13-19; Lk 6:12-16
5. Peter – Mt 26:30-35; Mk 14:26-31; Lk 22:31-34; Jn 13:36-38; Mt 26:69-75; Mk 14:66-72; Lk 22:54-62; Jn 18:15-18, 25-27; Mt 3:18; Mk 1:16; Lk 5:10; Mt 16:13-21-23; Mk 8:27-30; Lk 9:18-20; Jn 21:15-19; Mt 12:1-13; Mk 9:2-13; Lk 9:28-36; 2 Pet 1:16-18 (and much more)
From the Greek form of the Hebrew name Shim'on (Simon) which meant "hearkening" or "listening". The New Testament presents Simon, also known as Peter (a name given to him by Jesus), as the most important of the apostles.  Derived from Greek petros (Peter) meaning "stone". In the New Testament Jesus gave the apostle Simon the name Cephas (meaning "stone" in Aramaic) which was translated Peter in many versions of the Bible (compare Matthew 16:18 and John 1:42). Simon Peter was the most prominent of the apostles during Jesus's ministry and he is considered by some to be the first pope.
6. Andrew 
From the Greek name Andreas, which derives from aner "man" (genitive andros "of a man"). In the New Testament the apostle Andrew was the brother of the apostle Simon Peter.

7. James (James the Greater) – Mt 12:1-13; Mk 9:2-13; Lk 9:28-36; 2 Pet 1:16-18
English form of the Latin Jacomus which was derived from Iakobos, the New Testament Greek form of Jacob. In the New Testament James is an important apostle, the brother of the apostle John. According to the Book of Acts he was beheaded by Herod Agrippa. From the Hebrew name Ya'aqob which meant "holder of the heel" or "supplanter".

8. John - Mt 12:1-13; Mk 9:2-13; Lk 9:28-36; 2 Pet 1:16-18; Jn 19:25-27
English form of Johannes, which was the Latin form of the Greek name Ioannes, itself derived from the Hebrew name Yochanan meaning "YAHWEH is gracious".

9. Philip
From the Greek name Philippos which means "friend of horses", composed of the elements philos "friend" and hippos "horse". Saint Philip was an apostle in the New Testament.

10. Bartholomew or Nathaniel 
From Bartholomaios, which was the Greek form of an Aramaic name meaning "son of Talmai". Talmai is a Hebrew name meaning "furrowed". In the New Testament Bartholomew was an apostle also known as Nathaniel.
11. Thomas – Jn 20:24-29; Jn 11:16
Greek form of the Aramaic name Te'oma which meant "twin". In the New Testament he was the apostle who doubted the resurrected Jesus. According to tradition he was martyred in India.

12. Matthew – Mt 9:9-13; Mk 2:13-17; Lk 5:27-32
Originally was Levi but Jesus given him another name Matthew.  Means "attached" in Hebrew. In the New Testament this is another name for the apostle Matthew.
13. James, Son of Alphaeus (James the Lesser) – Mark 15:40
From the Hebrew name Ya'aqob which meant "holder of the heel" or "supplanter".

14. Thaddaeus 
15. Matthias (replace Judas, the Iscareiot) – Acts 1:12-25
16. Lazarus - Jn 11; Jn 12:9-11
Latin form of Eleazar found in the New Testament. Lazarus was a man from Bethany, the brother of Mary and Martha, who was restored to life by Jesus.

17. Stephen - Acts 6-8:1
18. Paul -  Acts 8-9 (and much more in his letters)
From the Roman family name Paulus, which meant "small" or "humble" in Latin. Saint Paul was an important leader of the early Christian church, his story told in Acts in the New Testament. He was originally named Saul, but changed his name after converting to Christianity. Most of the epistles in the New Testament were authored by him.

19. Mark - Acts 12:12; Col 4:10; Acts 12:25, 13:3, 15:36-39; 2 Tim 4:11; Phi 1:24; 1 Pt 5:13
Familiar form of Marcus. Roman praenomen, or given name, which was probably derived from the name of the Roman god MARS. Saint Mark was the author of the second Gospel in the New Testament. He is the patron saint of Venice, where he is supposedly buried.  Although the book is anonymous, apart from the ancient heading "According to Mark" in manuscripts, it has traditionally been assigned to John Mark, in whose mother's house (at Jerusalem) Christians assembled (Acts 12:12). This Mark was a cousin of Barnabas (Col 4:10) and accompanied Barnabas and Paul on a missionary journey (Acts 12:25; 13:3; 15:36- 39). He appears in Pauline letters (2 Tim 4:11; Philippians 1:24) and with Peter (1 Peter 5:13). Papias (ca. A.D. 135) described Mark as Peter's "interpreter," a view found in other patristic writers. Petrine influence should not, however, be exaggerated. The evangelist has put together various oral and possibly written sources--miracle stories, parables, sayings, stories of controversies, and the passion--so as to speak of the crucified Messiah for Mark's own day.
20. Luke – Col 4:14; Philippians 1:24; 2 Tim 4:11
From the Greek name Loukas which meant "from Lucania". Lucania was a region in Italy. Saint Luke was the author of the third Gospel and Acts in the New Testament. He was a doctor who travelled in the company of Saint Paul. The author of this gospel and of the Acts of the Apostles as Luke, a Syrian from Antioch, who is mentioned in the New Testament in Col 4:14, Philippians 1:24 and 2 Tim 4:11. The prologue of the gospel makes it clear that Luke is not part of the first generation of Christian disciples but is himself dependent upon the traditions he received from those who were eyewitnesses and ministers of the word (Lk 1:2). His two- volume work marks him as someone who was highly literate both in the Old Testament traditions according to the Greek versions and in Hellenistic Greek writings.

21. Simeon – Lk 2:25-35
From the name Shim'on. In the Old Testament this is the name of the second son of Jacob and the founder of one of the twelve tribes of Israel. In the New Testament this is the name of a man who blessed the newborn Jesus.

22. Ana, the prophet and daughter of Phanuel – Lk 2:36-38
23. Barnabas – Acts 11:19-26

We first met Barnabas defending Paul after Paul’s conversion in Acts of the Apostles, chapter 9.  Now, in chapter 11, we are told Barnabas “was a good man, full of the Holy Spirit and faith.” Barnabas’ name literally means “son of encouragement.” And encouraging others seamed to be Barnabas’ gift.  He recognized Paul’s gifts and brought Paul to Antioch to minister to the new Christians there when no one else trusted Paul.  Later, Barnabas reached out to Mark, disagreeing with Paul on whether to give Mark a second chance to travel with them (15:36-39). Barnabas sounds like the friend we would all like to have, someone who would believe in us through good times and bad.
24. Timothy - 1 Timothy and 2 Timothy
Means "honouring God" from Greek timan "to honour" and theos "god". Timothy was a companion of Saint Paul on his missionary journeys and was the recipient of two of Paul's epistles which appear in the New Testament. According to tradition, he was martyred at Ephesus after protesting the worship of Artemis.
25. Martha - Luke 10:38-42 and John 11:1-44
Means "mistress of the house" or "lady" in Aramaic. This was the name of sister of Lazarus and Mary of Bethany in the New Testament.
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
