The following are the sub-committee chairs of the Host Committee and what they are handling: (from the convention guidebook) We need help with all of these areas.  Let us know if you can help.

Hospitality Sub-Committee:  Chair Melanie Hajec

10-12 people are needed to run the hospitality table and greet Circle K’ers during regular convention registration hours on Saturday and Sunday.  These people can help find “goodies” that are indigenous to the area for the convention attendees.

1-3 People are needed to create a Hospitality Booklet or packet to provide convention attendees with information on the city.  The booklet could have advertisements from local vendors in order to pay for the printing of the booklet, but the host committee has to fund this.

4 people are needed to Greet VIPs (Kiwanis board members, CKI board parents, speakers, or other guests of honor) pick them up and accompany them back to the hotel.  The host committee member will be provided with the VIP's convention registration packet and hotel room key, so the VIP will not have to stand in any lines.  VIP greeters can also find small gifts for the VIPs. 

5-7 people are needed to plan Orlando Outings:  The Host committee will assist the staff in providing opportunities for attendees to tour sites in Orlando. Outings will be scheduled for Monday afternoon and volunteers will assist as needed- primarily coordination of buses, tickets, or work with a tour company.

5-7 people are needed to staff the Talent Show, also during free time on Monday, that the host committee will be coordinating.  We will get a room for a few hours and at the beginning have auditions open only to judges.  Following auditions, we will have the talent show.

One person is needed to find a Color Guard for the presentation of the National Flags at the Opening Session on Saturday night.  Normally a government-sponsored color guard is contacted to perform this service.

Registration Sub-Committee:  Chair Rasheen Tolliver

15-20 People are needed to run registration.  The committee will provide volunteers to distribute packets and other registration materials at the convention registration desk.  The registration area requires people throughout the Saturday and Sunday registration periods.   Volunteers will also be responsible for setting up the area on Friday afternoon or evening, and may be asked to finalize assembly of materials.   A detailed set of registration procedures will be sent to the Chair and committee members.

1 or more people will need to provide office equipment: It is most helpful if a four-drawer, locking file cabinet could be donated for use in the convention office.  The file cabinet would need to be delivered on Wednesday prior to convention and picked up on Wednesday morning following convention.  Additional equipment, such as printers and telephones, may be needed.

Workshop Assistance:  The committee will provide one committee member per workshop or block of workshops scheduled throughout the convention.  For each workshop, the volunteer will:

· Collect any materials for the workshop from the main Host Committee office prior to the start of the workshop;

· Meet the workshop facilitator(s) at their scheduled room;

· Introduce the facilitator(s) to the workshop attendees;

· Assist the facilitator(s) with handouts or other aspects of the workshop as needed;

· Distribute and collect session evaluations;

· Present the facilitator(s) with an appreciation gift; 

· Tabulate evaluations and return them to the Host Committee office;

Collect “Win with Workshops” game pieces as directed.
