The Service Initiative, Focusing on the Future: Children, was designed to educate all Circle K members about the problems and issues that face children ages 6-13 worldwide.  Through personal interaction and public awareness, Circle K members will enable children to develop the skills and ideals that are necessary to be successful.

Fellowship

If there is one thing that Circle K'ers know best, it is fellowship.  Whether they are planning a carwash, visiting shut-ins, reading to three-year-olds or conducting business, Circle K members across the globe take time to meet and welcome new people.  With each element and aspect of Circle K International, members experience fellowship and develop lifelong relationships with fellow collegians, advisors, Kiwanians and citizens in their communities.  Whether a Circle K'er is mentoring a child, networking with a businessman, or bowling with members, that Circle K'er is developing social skills, meeting new people and strengthening relationships.

Leadership

Through the mission and vision of the organization, Circle K International is dedicated to the realization of mankind's potential.  Circle K offers its members the potential to develop themselves through the many leadership opportunities available.  These opportunities provide Circle K members with the tools needed to become active and successful citizens.  Circle K'ers can assume leadership responsibilities at all levels of the organization and through various experiential training conferences.

Membership Benefits

Circle K will not only provide a variety of experiences to help you realize your leadership potential, but also the avenues of opportunity to in which to reach your potential.  As a member of your Circle K club, you will be called upon to share your unique talents to enhance your club's outreach.  Your involvement in Circle K International will have will have a significant impact on your campus, community, and world.  As a dedicated Circle K member, you will develop lifetime friendships, establish a career network with Kiwanians, and apply individual skills to various settings.  The following programs are exclusive to Circle K International members:

Circle K District and International Scholarships

Circle K International scholarships are designed to provide recognition and financial assistance to individual members of Circle K clubs who have excelled in areas of their collegiate careers.  The recipients will be Circle K members who have achieved academic excellence, demonstrated leadership abilities and provided service to others.  The following is a brief description of the scholarships:

The Lt. William C. Ewbank Memorial Scholarship

Tom Ewbank, the President of Circle K International in 1964-65, has been an avid supporter of Circle K International since his undergraduate days at Indiana University.  Tom has been a member of Kiwanis since 1966.  Tom served as the Chairman of the Kiwanis International Committee on Circle K in 1988-89 and 1989-90.  The Lt. William C. Ewbank Memorial Scholarship, in the amount of $2,000 (US), is provided in memory of Tom's father who was killed in action in World War II.

Kiwanis International Foundation Matching District Scholarships

This is a special program using the combined efforts of the Kiwanis International Foundation; district Kiwanis Foundations and Boards and Circle K Districts.  Funds are allocated by the Kiwanis International Foundation and matched by either the Circle K or Kiwanis District, or Kiwanis District Foundation to provide for thirty matching scholarships of up to $1,000 (US), one per Circle K district, for deserving Circle K members.  This unique program allows for Circle K members to continue their higher education with the support of the Kiwanis International Foundation.  The Kiwanis International Foundation has secured funds for a second matching scholarship for Circle K districts in which 75% or more of the Kiwanis Clubs have contributed to the Kiwanis International Foundation Annual Club Gift Campaign. 

The J. Walker Field Endowed Scholarship

Since 1985 Circle K international has been pleased to present the J. Walker Field Endowed Scholarship.  A long time resident of Miami, Florida, J. Walker Field became a member of the Kiwanis Club of Miami Shores on September 9, 1949.  His Kiwanis career was filled with commitment and dedication.  He served as Club President, Lt. Governor, District Treasurer, and was the first distinguished Governor of the Florida District.  J. Walker Field passed away early in 1997.  His contribution will provide financial assistance in the amount of $1,000 (US) for a deserving Circle K'er.

The Harry S. Himmel Endowed Scholarship

Harry S. Himmel was a past trustee of Kiwanis International, past president of the Kiwanis International Foundation and was named President Emeritus of the Kiwanis International Foundation in July 1981.  Mr. Himmel was a member of Kiwanis from 1929 until his death a few years ago.  Mr. Himmel was a Tablet of Honor recipient and a George F. Hixson charter fellow of the Foundation.  Family members and friends of Harry S. Himmel have contributed to fund this $500 (US) scholarship

Circle K International Past Presidents' Scholarship

The Circle K International Past Presidents' Scholarship was established as a means for these leaders to show their continued support for the organization.  It is their belief that continued emphasis on the strength of the club level would be in the best interest of Circle K.  Therefore, this scholarship was created to both aid and reward club presidents who have demonstrated excellence and dedication to Circle K.  This scholarship was first awarded at the 1990 Circle K international Convention in Anaheim, California, and is awarded again at the International Conventions in the amount of $500 (US).

The Cunat Visionary Scholarship

This scholarship is funded by the generous action of Brian and Miki Cunat.  Awarded as a district scholarship for the Illinois-Eastern Iowa District from 1994-97, this $2,500 scholarship is now awarded at the International level.  The Cunat Visionary Scholarship is awarded to a Circle K member who displays visionary excellence in their line of study, regardless of grade point average or financial need.

Conferences and Conventions

Circle K conventions are coordinated both at the district and International levels.  At these conventions, new programs are introduced, awards are presented to outstanding clubs and districts, the International Constitution and International and District Bylaws may be amended, educational and leadership development workshops are presented and district and International officers are elected for the upcoming year.  These conferences and conventions offer members unique opportunities to meet Circle K members within the district and around the world.  

The International Convention is held annually in August in a large metropolitan city.  At the convention, districts, clubs, and members compete for awards and special recognition for their service projects and other activities during the year.  New International officers are elected at this convention.  The International Convention is a time to meet other Circle K members from all over the Western Hemisphere.  Over 1,000 college students gather annually at this convention to celebrate the service that Circle K members provide around the world.  

The Florida District Convention is generally held each year in March.  This convention marks the end of one Circle K year and the beginning of the next as new district officers are elected and installed.  At the convention, each club is allowed two delegates.  These delegates vote on new district officers and amendments to the District Bylaws.  Any member in good standing may serve as a delegate or run for district office.  The district convention also celebrates the accomplishments of clubs around the district through awards that recognize outstanding projects, accomplishments, and individuals.  Such awards include the Club Achievement, Single Service, Scrapbook, and various other awards designed to reward outstanding service to Circle K.

The IDEAS (Inspire, Develop, Educate, And Serve) Conference is held in the fall of each year.  Originally a conference to educate members, it now serves as a leadership conference, bringing Circle K'ers and local college student leaders together for a series of roundtable discussions and seminars, emphasizing the three tenets of CKI: Leadership, fellowship, and service. 

The Spring Zone Rallies serve as an opportunity for the members of each zone to get together and serve the local community of socialize.  They serve as an opportunity for members to meet candidates for district office, as well as find out about district convention and other upcoming events.  

The Leadership Training Conference (LTC) is usually held the second weekend of May.  The district board concentrates on educating newly elected club officers, as well as any members who come.  There are seminars, projects, and lectures designed for general members and officers.  The district board encourages every member to attend this conference.  Strong leadership skills enable Circle K members not only to excel in community service but also to manage club operations smoothly.  Besides officer education sessions, other workshops include planning membership drives, service projects, fundraisers, and other pertinent topics.

The Y'all Conference, held in January, is primarily a social conference designed to promote good relations between the districts in the Southeast.

Society of Distinguished Collegians

The Society of Distinguished Collegians (SDC) was established to recognize members who strive for excellence in academics, service to their campus and community, and who possess the commitment to strengthen Circle K.

Service Recognition Award

The Circle K International Service Recognition Award is designed to recognize members from each district who have had a significant impact in the area of service to their campuses and communities.

Explanation of Dues

Club members are required to pay annual International and District dues.  Club dues may be required as well, as decided by the club board.  Annual International dues are $18.00 and are payable on October 1.  These dues are delinquent if not postmarked by November 30, so they must be sent to the International office before this date to sustain membership in CKI.  Members receive many things in return for these annual dues, like a subscription to Circle K Magazine, literature available upon request, training materials, membership pins, and club mailings.  The payment of these dues also entitles members to all the rights and privileges of being a Circle K member, such as attending conferences and conventions, career networking through Kiwanis, the International and District scholarships, and so on.  A portion of the money goes to help with administrative costs of the international officers who counsel and assist the districts.  One third of the international dues go toward the production of the Circle K Magazine.  Furthermore, through the aid of Kiwanis, Circle K members actually receive much more than most organizations offer.  The support provided by Kiwanis International allows Circle K International to keep costs nominal.  None of the member dues go toward salaries of the Circle K International office staff.  Annual district dues for the Florida District are $10.00 and are payable in the same fashion as International dues.  Like International dues, district dues are also payable on October 1, and delinquent if not postmarked by November 30.  For these dues, members receive Circle Kapers, the official publication of the Florida District of Circle K, as well District electronic mailings.  Payment of these dues entitles members to all the rights and privileges of being Circle K members in the Florida District, such as attending our conferences, conventions, and zone rallies, holding district office, and so on.  A portion of the money goes to help with the administrative cost of the district officers who counsel and assist clubs in the district.

Circle K History

Circle K began as a Kiwanis club service project to provide opportunities for capable, ambitious, and worthy young men to acquire a college education by assisting them, where necessary, with their financial problems; by means of a scholarship fund, if available, or securing part-time employment.  Additionally, affording its members a useful training in the social graces and the development of a well-rounded personality were focus areas for Circle K.  Soon after the concept of Circle K was recognized and accepted, the element of community service was introduced to Circle K, thus creating an appealing outlet for Collegians around the globe.  Today, as the largest collegiate service organization, Circle K International boasts a membership of more than 12,000 collegians on nearly 550 campuses worldwide.  Circle K International is a student led organization with an International Board of Trustees elected by the membership each year.  Embodied by its tenets of leadership, fellowship, and service at the club, district and international levels, Circle K continues to grow through service to the world's campuses and communities.

International Level of Circle K International

Circle K International is composed of 30 districts.  At the International level, there is a board of trustees who work with district officers in order to assist in problem solving.  The board also manifests and edits policy and develops programs for all levels of Circle K International.  The International Board consists of a president, vice-president, and nine trustees.  Each trustee is assigned either three or four districts to counsel, in addition to serving on and/or chairing International committees.  The Vice-President acts as the internal representative of Circle K to the Kiwanis Family and oversees the committee system.  The president oversees all operations of the board.  He/she is the official representative of Circle K and works with district governors in discerning the directions Circle K needs to take to continue as the world's largest collegiate service organization.

District Level of Circle K International

Clubs that are within a specific geographic region are grouped together to form a district.  Sizes of districts range in number of clubs and members.  A board of officers leads the district.  In the Florida District, the board consists of a governor, secretary, treasurer, editor, and six lieutenant governors.  The board adopts and develops policies and programs for the betterment of the district.

The governor is responsible for maintaining effective communication between the club officers and the district board through club visits, phone calls, e-mail, and other forms of correspondence.  The governor's primary responsibility is to work with the district board of officers, committee chairs, club officers, and general members to ensure the overall success of the Florida District.

The district secretary is in charge of collecting monthly reports from clubs and providing the different clubs with contact information for the district.  It is also the job of the district secretary to help club secretaries with monthly reports and questions they might have concerning their role.

The district treasurer is responsible for informing club treasurers of important dates and deadlines, helping them prepare budgets, preparing the district budget, and answering any questions club treasurers may have concerning their role.


The district editor is responsible for the design and distribution of the official district publication, Circle Kapers.  He/she also assists club editors with individual club newsletter publications as well.


Each lieutenant governor counsels a particular region of the state.  He/she acts as the liaison between the district board and the clubs within his/her division.  Some responsibilities of the lieutenant governors are assisting in building new clubs, strengthening existing clubs, and reactivating past clubs that are no longer on active status.  He/she keeps in close contact with the club presidents in his/her division, making them aware of district events and policy changes.  


While the district board works hard, there is a need for committee to fulfill many obligations of the district.  The governor appoints committee chairs, approved by the district board, which serve in a non-voting capacity on the district board of officers.  The following is a list of the current district committees:

Awards - Creates, maintains and distributes the Awards Manual, and the ordering of the awards

Legal - Reviews all amendments proposed and offers legal advice and counsel to the district board

Membership Development and Education - Creates and maintains various district manuals

K-Family Relations - Seeks to improve relations with Kiwanis and sponsored youth through interaction

Club Building - Seeks to build new clubs and reactivate old ones

Conferences/Conventions - Plans and executes all district conferences and conventions

Projects - Provides clubs with information about the Governor's Project and Service Initiative

Technology - Maintains the district website and aids clubs seeking to build their own websites

Kiwanis Family


The K-Family is composed of Kiwanis International, Circle K International, Key Club International, Builders Club, K-Kids, Aktion Club, Golden K, Kiwajunior, and KIWIN's.

Kiwanis International


Kiwanis International is a worldwide service organization for business professionals who work to improve their communities.  Kiwanis Clubs sponsor the other members of the Kiwanis Family through advice, manpower, and financial support.  The first Kiwanis Club was organized in Detroit, Michigan in 1915.  Today, Kiwanis exists in 80 countries, consisting of more than 300,000 members.  In 1919, at the Kiwanis International Convention held in Birmingham, Alabama, delegates voted to purchase the legal rights to the word "Kiwanis" from its founder, Allen S. Browne.  With this independence came the decision to change the focus of Kiwanis from a club promoting better business relations between members to one promoting service in the community.  There are more than 12,500 Kiwanis members in more than 300 clubs in the Florida District.

Key Club International

Key Club International is the largest high school service organization in the world.  The first Key Club was built in May 1925 at Sacramento High School in California.  Originally, the club was organized as an alternative to outlawed high school fraternities.  The Florida District of Key Club has over 12,000 members on more than 250 campuses across the state.

Builders Club

Builders Club provides junior high and middle school students with the opportunity to help others through service to their schools and communities, thereby building character at an early age.  The Builders Club concept was developed in 1975 and the first charter was granted two years later.  Although the organization has no district or international structure, there are more than 1,500 Builders Clubs in the United States, Canada, and the Caribbean with the total membership of 50,000.

K-Kids

K-Kids clubs provide elementary school level children the opportunity to develop at an early age self-esteem, leadership skills, morals and standards, and respect for others through service.  Though there is no district or international structure, K-Kids has a membership of nearly 15,000 in over 400 clubs across the world, including clubs in the Philippines, Italy, the Caribbean, Canada, and the United States.

Aktion Club

The newest of the Kiwanis sponsored programs, Aktion clubs are the vehicles for adults with disabilities to provide service in their communities.  Circle K clubs are encouraged to co-sponsor an Aktion Club.

Golden K

Golden K Clubs are made up of Senior Kiwanians, usually over 70 years of age, who help improve their communities.

Kiwajunior

Kiwajunior, which stands for Kiwanis Junior, is an organization for young adults in Europe.  

KIWIN's

KIWIN's was an independent sponsored organization.  Began as Keywanattes in the 1970's, it was the female equivalent of the then all-male Key Club.  Over the course of the next few years, several districts were formed, but they either merged with Key Club or died out, with one exception.  In 1995, the Cal-Nev-Ha District of Keywanattes changed its name to KIWIN's, a word from the Otchipew language meaning "people, men and women, working together in service." Cal-Nev-Ha KIWIN's is now a district of Key Club International.

District Awards


Awards are given at District Convention to recognize and award those clubs and district and club officers within the Florida District that have excelled in the preceding year.  Below is a brief description of some of the awards given at district convention.

Jay N. Emerson Total Club Achievement Award

This award is given on the basis of outstanding club achievement during the year.  The award takes into account all aspects of running a Circle K club, including club administration, public relations, membership development and education, social events, fundraising, Kiwanis-Family relations, and service both on campus and in the community.  First, second, and third places are awarded.

G. Harold Martin Single Service Award


This award is given to a club that has produced over the course of the year the single best project or service.  The project is judged in six areas:  the need for the project, the plan and implementation of the project, club participation, public relations, the final results and project evaluation, and how it relates to both the district and international themes.  First, second, and third places are awarded.

Ray C. Barnes Outstanding Club President Award


This award is given to the club president who has demonstrated excellence in leadership during his/her term in office.  Presidents are judged on preparation and attendance of meetings, membership development and education, K-Family and Public Relations, their own participation in club activities, and 3 letters of recommendation from various sources.  First, second, and third places are awarded in this category.

Segundo J. Fernandez Outstanding Club Vice-President Award


This award is given to the vice-president who has performed above and beyond the call of duty.  Vice-Presidents are judged based on their meeting attendance and participation, club committee structure, club service projects, their own project participation, and 3 letters of recommendation from various sources.  First, second, and third place are awarded in this category.

H. E. Bechtel Outstanding Club Secretary Award


This award is given to the club secretary who has shown exemplary performance in the duties of his/her office.  Secretaries are judged based on their attendance and participation at meetings, their minutes and record keeping, their correspondence, their participation in club activities, and 3 letters of recommendation from various sources.  First, second, and third place are awarded in this category.

Robert W. Thal Outstanding Club Treasurer Award


This award is given to the club treasurer who excels in all of his/her duties.  Club treasurers are judged based on meeting attendance and participation, dues and fundraising, financial records, their own participation in club projects, and 3 letters of recommendation from various sources.  First, second, and third places are awarded in this category.

Roy T. Hardy Outstanding Club Member Award


This award is given to a club member who has exemplified the qualities of leadership, fellowship, and service in their activities with their club.  Members are judged based on meeting attendance, K-Family event participation, committee participation, the member's own club activity participation, and two letters of recommendation.  First, second, and third places are awarded in this category.

William Thatcher Outstanding Club Newsletter Award


This award is given to a club that has produced the best overall club newsletter over the course of the year.  Newsletters are judged based on publication and distribution, value to club and members, general appearance, editorial content, and inclusion of district and international programs.  First, second, and third place are awarded in this category.

Jack Gillrup Outstanding Club Scrapbook


This award is given to the club that produces the scrapbook of the highest quality.  Scrapbooks are judged based on its cover, content, organization, artistic quality, and overall quality.  First, second, and third places are awarded in this category.

William J. Blechman Interclubs Award


This award is given to the club that has accumulated the most interclub points over the course of the year, as tabulated by the district secretary based on the monthly report forms sent in by clubs.  First, second, and third places are awarded in this category.

Kenneth P. Burke Outstanding Club Improvement Award


This award is given to any club that has achieved both a net increase of at least 10 members over the previous year and a net increase of at least 75 service hours.  All clubs meeting those requirements are presented with this award.

"Uncle" Don C. Knowles Distinguished Club Improvement Award


This award is presented to any club that has achieved both a net increase of 2-9 members over the previous year and a net increase of 40-74 service hours.  All clubs meeting those requirements are presented with this award.

Monthly Report Banner Patch


This award is presented to any club that submits all of its monthly reports by the 10th of each month.  All clubs meeting this requirement are presented with this award.

Sophie Laval Scholarship


The Alumni Association awards this scholarship at each district convention to a member of Circle K who has excelled in both service and scholarship in the preceding year.  Members wishing to apply much submit a form and essay to the Alumni Association.

Club of the Year


This award is given to the club that has obtained the highest point total based on the awards it has won.  The district governor, administrator, and awards chair tabulate the points after all awards have been decided.

Circle K International Lingo


There are certain terms in Circle K that you will need to know in order to learn more about CKI and how it works.  The following is a glossary of terms used in Circle K:

International - The entire organization made up of 30 districts, approximately 550 clubs, and more than 12,000 members

District - Circle K International is made up of 30 districts; our district is the state of Florida
Division - Each district is composed of several administrative units called divisions, with a lieutenant governor in charge of each.  Florida has 8: Citrus, Everglades, Gateway, Goldcoast, Panhandle, Sunbelt, Suncoast, and Suwannee

Zone - A grouping of divisions, mostly for the purpose of rallies.  The current zones of Florida are Citrus/Gateway/Suwannee (CGS), Sunbelt/Suncoast (Sun/Sun), Panhandle, and Everglade/Goldcoast (EverGold)

Brother Districts - three or four districts which are counseled by the same international trustee; brother districts change every August with the election of a new CKI Board of Trustees

Sister Districts - two to four districts that are geographically close to one another; sister districts are encouraged to coordinate activities with one another during the year.  Florida's Sister District is the Eastern Canada and the Caribbean District (EC&C)

Service Hour - 60 minutes of volunteer service on any one of a club's service projects, including time planning for the project, time spent at the project, and travel time to and from the project

Fundraising Hour - 60 minutes of work on any fundraising activity for the benefit of your club

Interclub - when two or more club members visit another Circle K or any other club in the Kiwanis Family or any event of these clubs

Kiwanis Advisor - a member of a sponsoring Kiwanis club who offers advice and acts as a liaison between the Circle K and Kiwanis

Faculty Advisor - a member of the faculty who offers advice to the club and acts as a liaison between the club and the school administration
