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How to get to Camp Kiwanis: (there will be a sign directing you in to the campground)


From Jacksonville: Take I-95 south to State Road 40 (Exit 88). Take State Road 40 west for approx. 50 miles to Forest Road 79. For perspective, the turn off is approx. 10 miles west of Juniper Springs. At the turnoff, you will see a sign for the Mill Dam Recreational Area and a small sign for Camp Kiwanis. If you see Mill Dam Half Moon Trailer Park on your left or hit the intersection of 314A, you have gone too far, but only by a few miles. Once you reach Forest Road 79, take a right onto it. Head north about 1/2 mile to the second road on the left, which is Forest Road 58/SE 3rd Street. There should be a Camp Kiwanis sign. Take a left onto Forest Road 58 and stay to the left, and you will come to the camp.��From Miami: Take I-95 north to State Road 40 (Exit 88). Take State Road 40 west for approx. 50 miles to Forest Road 79. For perspective, the turn off is approx. 10 miles west of Juniper Springs. At the turnoff, you will see a sign for the Mill Dam Recreational Area. If you see Mill Dam Half Moon Trailer Park on your left or hit the intersection of 314A, you have gone too far, but only by a few miles. Once you reach Forest Road 79, take a right onto it. Head north about 1/2 mile to the second road on the left, which is Forest Road 58/SE 3rd Street. There should be a Camp Kiwanis sign. Take a left onto Forest Road 58 and stay to the left, and you will come to the camp.��From Tallahassee: Take I-10 East to I-75 (Exit 42A). Take I-75 south to State Road 40 (Exit 69). Take State Road 40 east for approx. 20 miles to Forest Road 79. For perspective, the turn off is approx. 4 miles east of the intersection of 314A and State Road 40. At the turnoff, you will see a sign for the Mill Dam Recreational Area. If you see Mill Dam Half Moon Trailer Park on your right, you are almost there. Once you reach Forest Road 79, take a left onto it. Head north about 1/2 mile to the second road on the left, which is Forest Road 58/SE 3rd Street. There should be a Camp Kiwanis sign. Take a left onto Forest Road 58 and stay to the left, and you will come to the camp.��From Southwest Florida: Take I-75 north to State Road 40 (Exit 69).
