Armored Personnel Carrier, Titan





This is a new vehicle chassis designed from the ground up for ground troop movement. It is not as durable as the Avenger, on mere grounds that it is not air/space travel capable, but it is more versatile on the ground as it can venture through and deploy in locations the Avenger cannot land.





It utilizes the same tank tread mobility as standard X-COM tanks with added plating to better ward any damage caused by any means. A troop bay fills most of the vehicle, and is able to contain up to 15 individual troops. (If strategically placed, a total of 29 troops may be stuffed into the bay. But the lack of safety under those circumstances leaves it to be an action recommended for high emergencies only.) A cargo hold in the rear of the Titan is made to hold the exact equivalent of the Avenger hold, being capable of carrying equipment as well as biological specimens, dead or alive.





The Titan can not be taken aboard the Avenger, due to the mere fact it is about two thirds the size of the troop gunship. The Titan must be transported by being mounted on the ventral section of the Avenger that it may fly to a given point of drop off and land the Titan down safely. Docking clamps installed on the roof of the Titan allow this to be done with most known Ascadian armor transport vessels as well.





Since the Titan is hindered to the ground, the Avenger still outmatches it on terms of speed and mobility when making a speedy attack run as well as the Avenger’s extra space which allows the boarding of armor vehicles. However, there are occasions where the Avenger is incapable of proper landing or movement, most often due to intense terrain such as a jagged mountain or a dense forest. The Titan rectifies this with it’s treaded mobility and ability to plow through difficult obstructions. Hilly or mountainous terrain can be easily traversed, saving troops the time of having to move through on foot. Large forests may be bulldozed with little effect to speed or even navigated slowly if stealth is required. It is also optimal for urban environments, where the Avenger would only serve to cause ruckus or “bump into buildings” due to it’s large size.





The Titan can also serve as an armored mobile bunker, as troops may fire through small horizontal “arrow loops” aligned across the port and starboard sections of the Titan and utilize a dual laser gun turret mounted on top. (Turret is capable of a 180 degree firing arc.) Thick ferronium plating allows the Titan to take a heavy beating before penetrated. Some Avenger parts (Particularly the Shield Compartment and cockpit system.) are compatible with the Titan electronics, allowing advancements to one vehicle to affect the other as well.





Due to the simple nature of the drive, anyone who’s a qualified and licensed driver is likely capable of driving a Titan.
