Printer is a personal property since it is included in the definition provided by the SG Ordinance describes goods as items of personal property. The contract of sale is defined by two requirements: 1.the terms of contract must provide for transferring the ownership of the goods from the seller to the buyer, and 2. the goods must be exchanged for money.  Mr. Wong had paid the money to buy the printer, fulfilled 2. and the seller, shop assistant had transferred the printer to Mr. Wong, the buyer. In this case, in relation to a contract for the sale of goods, the fitness for purpose condition is implied. This condition implied where the seller (Bortress) sells goods (printer) “in the business course of a business” and when the buyer makes known to the seller the purpose for which the goods are being bought. The buyer may expresslt make known his purpose to the buyer.In Mr. Wong’s case, Mr. Wong had make known to the shop assistance of Bortress that he wants to buy a printer which is fits his digital camera, model SONIE 19-2. The shop assistant shown him many printers which means the printers are fit to Mr. Wong‘s digital camera because Mr. Wong was assured by the shop assistant that they were. And he had already expressed his special purpose and notifies the shop assistance. Since Bortress is a Electrical Company, it indicates that Mr. Wong is reasonable relies on the skill and judgment of the shop assistant; reliance have been proved. The fitness for purpose condition is implied. From the case in Beale v Taylor (1967), the court held that plaintiff was entitled to repudiate the contract. In Mr. Wong’s case, Mr. Wong had already specified his purpose which is he wants a printer fits his digital camera, however, the shop assistant still sold the printer which is not fits Mr. Wong’s digital camera. 


Since the printer is not the one Mr. Wong wanted, the terms of return is not implied. The notice of the shop “Under no circumstances will any claim be entertained in respect 
of goods returned more than seven days from purchase”, is not applied to the contract 
for sale of goods.
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
