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The Old Regime: Reign of King Louis XVI (1774-1792) 

Marie Antoinette- In 1789 a mob descended on the palace at Versailles and demanded the royal family move to the Tuilerie palace inside Paris. The people whished her execution on the bases of not helping the people during their suffering.  On October 16 1793 Marie Antoinette was executed with out proof of her committing any crimes of which she was charged of. 
Cardinal Fleury (1653-1743)- André-Hercule de Fleury (1653 - 1743) was tutor to the young King Louis XV and in effect Prime Minister of France.  In 1726 Andre-Hercule de Fleury became a cardinal.
financial and administrative problems- The government was spending more money than it could earn. 
Demands of the Nobility- The nobles demanded protection for their land during the revolution. 
Identify "Jacques Turgot" (1727-1781)- One of the economic leaders of 18th century France. 
Identify "Jacques Necker" (1732-1804)- 1750 entered the banking world in Paris. Director of the East Indian company. 

Explain Louis Reign- Set up a efficient central administration.  Louis also kept a watchful eye on enemies near and far.
The Estates General (1788) 

First Estate- hospitals, schools, and orphanages were run by priest and nuns.  
Second Estate- The second estate was full of the nobles of France.  They didn’t have to pat taxes and owned 20% of land.
Bourgeoisie- These people are the middle class of the French society.  These people wanted fairer tax distribution and a part of political power.
Proletariat- These are the powerful urban workers.  These people were a small group amongst the other French social classes. 
Third Estate- The third estate was made up of the peasants, middle class and the urban workers.  They made up 98% of the population and paid higher taxes.  The peasants had no concern about politics but wished to have reliefs on their taxes.
Peasant life in France- Peasants in France were farmers.  They paid higher taxes then any other social group in France.
gabelle- This was a tax on spice which later turned into a tax on salt.  The gabelle was also away to make sure that everyone paid taxes. 

corv'ee- unpaid labor.  The French government called upon these people during wars to help build roads on the battlefield.  

The Middle Class- This class grew very fast during the French revolution and flourished during this time.  
Urban workers- These workers worked for cheap wages and did work for nobles and other wealthy people.
King Louis XVI summons the Estates General (1788) 

Identify "Elections for the Estates General"-  The election process for the first and second estates were direct elections of noble members and of clerical members.  The third estate was a indirect election. 
Identify "Demands on the Monarchy"- The French people wished that Church leaders would rule the government. 
Voting By Order- Voting by order is when each of the estates had 1 vote.

The Third Estate proclaims itself to be the National Assembly (1789)
 

Identify "The Tennis Court Oath"- vowing not to disband until they had drawn up a constitution for France. 
Identify "Louis XVI Versus the National Assembly"-  Louis XVI had to accept the assembly. 
A Paris Mob storms the Bastille (1789) 

Describe what happened- They stormed the Bastille because they thought there were weapons and gunpowder in the Bastille.  But they were wrong and many were shot and killed but the mob ended up overcoming the guards and killing the general in charge.  

Jacques Necker's restoration- He was a financial master and was chosen to be an adviser.
Jean Bailly's promotion (1736-1793)- Chosen National Assembly president in 1789.  And was the mayor of France from 1789 to 1791.
Marquis de Lafayette's promotion (1757-1834)- He was a French solider then later on in his life he became a General in the American Revolutionary Army.
How did the revolt affect most aristocrats?- The revolt left the aristocrats fearful. 
The Great Fear Sweeps the French countryside (1789) 

Describe- People hid themselves in caves and forest in fear that the lords would bring their brigades. 
Effects- The people despite filled with fear created their own brigades and attacked the lords castles and killed the lords.
The National Assembly approves the Declaration of the Rights of Man and the citizen (1789) 

Describe the Declaration of the Rights of Man- The Declaration stated that all men are born equal and free. It only pertained to men and has some key rights such as the freedom of speech and the freedom of religion.  
Declaration of the Rights of Women- The women of the French revolution wanted freedom to so they created a document similar to the Declaration of the Rights of Man but true to its name it pertained to women.
Mob Action (1789)- The common people whished to have the same rights as their more wealthy country men so they created violent mobs to try and gain rights to.
Political Clubs- These clubs are similar to political parties.  These clubs had their own views and their own goals to achieve. 
The Jacobins- This political club had a many goal of removing the king and creating a republic. 

The Cordeliers- This club was a revolutionary club.   

The Feuillants- These people were conservatives and got there name from the place were they held their meetings which was in a  Feuillant monetary.
The Civil Constitution of the Clergy(1789)- This document regulated the relationship between church and state. 

The National Assembly enacts the Civil Constitution of the Clergy (1790) The Constitution of 1791 establishes a constitutional monarchy (1791) 

Necker's resignation- wanted to tax the first and second estates.
Mirabeau- well known merchant.
Mirabeau's death (1791)- lead to the cities trade ending. 
Louis XVI and family flee but captured-  Louis XVI attempts to flee with his family but their attempts failed and were captured and held like prisoners.
Louis accepts New Constitution (Sept. 14, 1791)- The new constitution was accepted by an imprisoned Louis on Sept. 14, 1791.
Other reforms of the National Assembly (1791) 

abolished titles of nobility- The common people wanted the title of nobility to abolished because it gave the people that held the title to much power.
reorganized local government- The national assembly reorganized all their local governments.
laissez faire principals- These principals stated that the government had nothing with the economic standards in France. 

Legislative Assembly convenes (1791-92) 

Conservatives- The conservatives had 85% of the seats in the National assembly.
Moderates (centrists)- In 1818 the foreign occupancy in the councils ended. And the French were accepted into the council of the great powers.
Girondists- A Girondists was a judge that helped the King make decisions. 
Mountain- A mountain is a inactive volcano. 
Intervention of Foreign Powers (1791-92)- The French revolutionaries invited all of the peoples of Europe to follow their example.
Austria-Prussia Alliance- The Austrians allied with the French for support in their fight for independence.
France's Legislative Assembly declares war (April 20, 1792)- Unhappy with the King the people declare war on the king.
The Legislative Assembly deposes King Louis XVI and calls for the election of the National Convention (1792) 

Liberty, Equality, Fraternity- This is was the saying of the French revolution.  
Radical Takeover- The French rapidly took control of many countries which left them the leading power in Europe. 

Robespierre- was a noble man that spread the king’s beliefs and thoughts.
Danton- he was a rich farm owner.
Marat- a person lower than a peasant.
sans-culottes- A French religious group.
King Louis XVI is executed (1793)- he was executed due to his horrible reign as king.
The Reign of Terror begins (1793) 



committee of public safety- This was a committee that wanted more safety for the public.
Jacobins- Lawyers of the middleclass.
Republic of virtue- a republic of virtue is a republic that had dis-beliefs in the church. 
Justification of extreme violence- Due to the kings execution people began to have violent outburst.
revolutionary tribunal- A funeral for King Henry.
How many dead?- Millions upon millions of people were killed 

The National Convention abolishes the monarchy (1792)
 

The War of the First Coalition is fought (1792-1797)- During 1792-1797 the first coalition fighters went to war.
lev'ee en masse- A monarch that wanted freedom from France.
coalition- A coalition is a group or mob of people that want to take over a high ruling government official. 
French military victories- Thanks to France extremely strong army they were able to win many battles and be the military power house of their time. 

Treaty of Basel- This treaty allowed peasants to obtain good jobs.
The Thermidorean Reaction ends the Reign of Terror (1794) 

9 Thermidor- The ninth therminador was the thiminator before the 10th
guillotine- The guillotine was a machine used for execution.  This machine would decapitate the person. 

The National Convention drafts the Constitution of 1795 (1795) 

Who controlled it?- The king and queen of France controlled it.
How was it controlled?- It was controlled by the government and the army.
Council of Elders- This was a council of elders in the French government.
Dissolving of the National Convention- The National Convention was made less important.

The Directory begins to rule France(1795-1799)
 

financial crisis- The French government had to sell land in order for the country to regain money. 

corruption- With the loss of so much money the French government was full of corruption. 

exhaustion- this is when a country runs out of money like France during this time.
