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Australian Bone Marrow Donor Registry





Each day around 25 Australians are diagnosed with a leukaemia, or some other fatal blood disorder. To have a bone marrow transplant over half of these patients will rely on finding a match with a perfect stranger like you or me.

The Australian Bone Marrow Donor Registry is a register of people who are willing to donate their bone marrow if they are found to match a patient needing a bone marrow transplant. In any one year, only 1 in 1000 donors will be asked to donate for a patient in need of a transplant.
Donation doesn’t always involve surgery, a lot of the time the stem cells are able to be collected from a vein in the arm … much like a blood (apheresis) donation.
If you are aged between 18 and 40 years, please consider joining the bone marrow registry when you next donate blood. An extra sample of blood (20ml) and a filled in consent form with this blood donation is all we require for your enrolment.
