TOURNAMENT RULES 2006

Doncaster & Districts Netball Association welcomes all players, coaches and supporters to our annual Tournament.  In particular we extend our thanks to the umpires who have accompanied their Association/Club/Team.  We ask all umpires to report to the Umpire’s Supervisor to check in, collect fixtures.  It should be noted that for each team in finals, that team must supply an umpire.

GAMES:
· Games will consist of 2 x 6 minute halves.

· Teams and umpires must be on court and ready to play at starting siren.

· First named team to have centre pass, other team choice of end.

Games to commence on siren, change ends on siren, finish on siren.


Substitutions must be ready immediately the half-time siren sounds.
· Late arrival on court – umpires may penalise offending team 1 goal per minute or part thereof.  The game will be forfeited at half time if the offending team has not taken the court.

· Games will be played under AANA rules.

· Blood policy – as stated on score board.

· 4 points will be awarded for a win, 4 points for a forfeit (10-0score), 2 points for a draw. 0 points for a loss/bye.
FINALS:

· Semi finals, Grand Final based on 1 v 4, 2 v 3.

· In the event of a drawn final, teams are to change ends and play an additional 3 minutes each end. If still a draw, change ends, and first team to score 2 consecutive goals is the winner.

· Players participating in finals may play for one team only and must have played a minimum of two games during the rounds.
· Presentation of 10 Premiers and 10 Runners-Up trophies for each section will take place at the conclusion of finals.

GENERAL:

· First named team is responsible for scoring, winning team to take score sheet to the office window.

A scorer from each team to stand together as the score on the sheet is final.  Leave clipboard in the centre circle for the next game.

· Umpires have allocated games as per fixture – a penalty loss of 4 match points will be incurred if not in attendance of allocated games.

· First aid is available from the first aid room in the stadium.

· As a general rule, games are only cancelled if conditions are considered dangerous.

· Males may compete in the 11/U sections.   Males may compete in 13/U sections if 12 years of age
