One ten acre garden plot project at the Sommerville
Congreagaion is projected to cost $30,000

With unemployment upwards of 50% in the very rural
villages around Umtata, most young people must leave
their homes to look for work in the
cities (even though there are very ===
few jobs for them there). It is |
hoped that the Umtata garden plot
project will begin to turn this .
around by providing young people
with work nearer their homes.

The Umtata Task Force had

originally hoped to start two separate garden plot projects
of 10 acres each, but their total
cost of $60,000 is well beyond
what we can financially afford
this year. Even the scaled back
project’s cost of $30,000 is about
$10,000 more than we can
expect from the Moving Christ's =
Mission Forward Campaign in the upcoming year.

With this in mind, the Donegal Presbytery has designated
the Umtata Garden Plot Project as our Presbytery’s
ongoing International Mission Project.

We ask you and your family to join in supporting this
project by taking part in a 12-week Cents-Ability
Campaign.
