3. Dress Professionally.  No Jeans, tennis shoes etc. Preferably Men wear suits and women dresses or skirts.
4. No Complete Text on posters or power point etc.  Use only words.  Your visuals will help you.
5. Be Creative!  Make it interesting for the class.
