Suppose you know 90,000 tickets were sold for an OSU game
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and ticket sales totaled $2,690,000.   You know alumni 

tickets were $40 each, student tickets were $20 each, 

senior citizens each paid $10 to get in, and tickets for 

kids under 12 were $5 a piece.    You also know that 

three times the number of kid tickets plus the 

senior citizen tickets equaled the number of 

student tickets sold.   You also happen to know 

that if you doubled the number of student tickets 

sold, it was 2000 tickets more than the number 

of alumni tickets sold.  

Using the above information, along with your vast knowledge of solving systems of equations, determine the number of each kind of ticket sold.
