Course evaluations by students

Enclosed, please find a summary of how students evaluated the courses and your performance in it, which you offered in the Summer trimester at the International University in Germany.

The first column in the table refers to the particular questions (see also the attached form in the annex). “Total points” in the second column merely refer to the sum of all the submitted student responses for each question (whereby a=1, b=2, c=3, d=4 and e=5). The third column indicates the number of students that completed the particular question. Column four shows the average score per question (calculated by dividing column two by column three), while column five lists the average score for the courses that were offered during the trimester (in the BBA program the average is based on 13 courses; in the MBA program the average is based on 9 courses).

It appears that your overall performances and the courses (questions 22 and 23) were rated good. Comparing columns four and five, it appears that your performance was rated slightly better than that of the average instructor (in two out of the three courses), while only the course International Management was judged to be slightly better than the average course.
