ATTICA

Located on highway 251 just five and half miles north of Pocahontas is the small village of Attica. Located in an early settled spot in the county it was not until the postoffice was established in 1890 by Clara Hill that a small town sprang up. Lawrence Dalton lists Tobe Chastian, Jasper Pace, Sular McNabb, John Johnson, Curtis Williams, Raymond Elkins, Witt Waddell and Hulitt Haulcroft as early merchants. The first church to be erected at Attica was the Methodist Church known as Oak Grove. Shortly after the Oak Grove Church came to Attica from Noblin Spring, the Missionary Baptist church just south of the village was built. Some of the early settlers in this community were: Biggers, Sweazeas, Russlls, Garretts, McDaniels, Simington, Johnsons, Thomass, and later the Waddells. James G. Russell settled south of Attica about 1825, here was held the first court session in Randolph County on April 3 1836. he and other family members were buried in the family cemetery. The Russell family also opperated a flour mill. In Goodspeeds Biographical and Historic Memoirs on Northeast Arkansas James F. Shaver stated that his father hauled wheat to this mill in 1838, and that it was the only mill in that part of the county at that time. The old military road ran through this community according to Dalton's Randolph County History. Later setlers to this community were the Simmingtons, and Crismons, the Waddells were still represented in the community as late as 1955 when Cleo Waddell and his family lived there. The Riggs family also lived in this community on the farm once owed by the James Russell family.

Today Attica can still be seen nestled along the highway, it’s country store advertises being in business since 1913. They carry Groceries, a café, Vieo rentals, consignment shop, and pizza buffet.
