LORINE/5-MILE SPRINGS

On Highway 90 just outside Pocahontas is the 5-Mile spring’s community.  Early 1900’s there was a Postoffice, which carried the name Lorine, and several stores. J.C. Mondy operated a store here at that time. In the late 50’s the Waddell ran a store and later on the Looney family opened their store which ran into present day. This community was also called Shiloh and the Shiloh Church was located just south of the store on the Shiloh road, today all that is left is the cemetery. This community sits at the crossroads of highway 90, Blacksferry road, and Hoelscher Lane, which connects to Highway 62 in the Birdell community. Blacksferry runs down in the Elevenpoint river valley and is one the oldest settlements in this area.
