OCONEE

   Today only the Oconee road marks the site of this community. Located just off the Oak Ridge Road between Ravenden Springs and Dalton this was once a thriving community. It was once the oldest inland community in Randolph County. Lawrence Dalton described it as being situated in Dry Creek Valley and having some of the first homesteads in the Elevenpoint River Valley. The first families to settle here were the: Rice, Well, Crawford, Selby, Barber, White, McIlroy, Stubblefield, Davis, Alcorn, and Jackson family. Ezekiel Rice was Justice of the Peace in Davidson Township where this community was located.
