Courage - acting in the face of danger, rising above our fears. Making decisions based on our other virtues, acting on them without being rash and without being cowardly. 
     I have had many instances in my life where I was faced with danger or difficult decisions in one form or another, and I know from experience that to be afraid is not the same as being a coward. The most difficult thing for me has always been to be not only courageous but logical. Situations in my life that have demanded courage have been coupled with heartbreaking decisions to either follow my logic or follow my emotions. To me, that has always been the real test of courage. To be courageous can sometimes conflict with your love of someone, where you have to make the decision to either do what you know is right or to spare the feelings and/or relationship with someone who means the world to you. Even after the decision has been made and you've stuck with it, just because you know you were courageous and did the right thing doesn't mean that you will ever lose the fear completely, nor the love for the person you were afraid to lose.
