I see Vision as the ability to imagine or visualize how certain things might come to pass. By envisioning these things, people can work towards making them real. Sometimes it is a personal goal. Imagining the outcome and completion of a goal can help it come to pass. 
Vision can also be used to contemplate the consequences of some action. My favorite example to use is fictitious literature. I always find it fascinating that a book explores the “what if” in a situation that seems to come true after the fact. For example, books written about terrorist attacks before 9/11. Sometimes I would wonder, “Are they psychic or something?” I believe now that it was simply the author’s ability to explore what might possibly happen one day based on current events. On a smaller scale, I believe everyone has this ability if they choose to use it. If a person asks themselves, “What if I reach this goal of mine?” or, “This is how it will be when I reach this goal of mine.” They will very often reach that goal. I also think it’s important to ask the “What if” of our actions as individuals and as members of a larger community. As individuals, we should be aware of what would happen if we overindulge in alcohol or drugs, or don’t work to our fullest capability in our jobs, etc. As members of a larger community, we should be aware of the effect of litter and pollution on our environment, and the consequences of depleting our natural resources, etc. There are numerous ways to use the virtue of Vision, and for me, thinking things through thoroughly has been the best way to utilize this virtue.
