A POSITIVE FORCE
A Positive Force is a program geared towards assisting and guiding young men of high school age who are able to demonstrate potential for leadership and are willing to work as part of a group to grow culturally, socially and educationally.  While developing leadership, character, and professionalism. It provides both challenging and rewarding experiences which will richly enhance their lives.  Since the fundamental purpose of Omega Phi Kappa is Unity, Diversity and Knowledge, it is therefore, the fraternity’s primary purpose to help these young men to achieve worthy goals for themselves. Through team work, and understanding of others while making constructive contributions to their community through leadership roles as the responsibility becomes thiers.

The basic concepts: 

1. To help youth, especially those of high school age, in the selection of courses leading to vocations compatible with their aptitudes, interests, and personalities. 

2. To assist students, while they are in training, to become started in employment, and to progress successfully in their chosen fields. 

3. To assist parents in the handling of their children by giving them opportunities to talk over their problems with those who know and are successful in their chosen vocations. 

4. To afford the less fortunate youths a respite from the drudgery of the streets, through sponsored entertainment and cultural enrichment. 

5. To inform youth of the values of higher education, of assistance available for continued educational pursuits, scholarships, loans, professional counseling, fellowships, etc.; of various occupational and professional opportunities; and of current lab or demands and the trends on the labor market, supply rewards, etc.

THE CURRICULUM

Prepare for Job
Business Interview.
The purpose of this is to teach the young man about interviewing for a job, presentation of self.  Two interviews will take place.  The first day of the program and the second to last day of the program.  The interview will be recorded to allow the student to view himself, and compare.  

Resume writing & Dress for Success.

This will complement the business interview, and show the student how to write a resume, and also whats acceptable, and not acceptable at an interview.

Continuing Education
Process of Getting to college.

Information will be distributed about getting to College, such as loans, grants, making a scheduale etc..

Go-to College.

The young man will be given a schedule, with three classes of his interest.  He will be expected to goto the classes on time, and prepared.  He will also be given a meal ticket which will serve as a vochure for his lunch.

In Roads
The student will attend a workshop by presented by “In Roads”, so they will be able to network with other students, and companies around the nation.

Community Service
Read aloud

The young men will goto an elementary school, and read out loud to children.  This will give them an opportunity, to give back to their community.  

Unity & Diversity
Fellowship

Basket Ball game with the Brothers of Omega Phi Kappa.

Self Development
What is expected of young men today.
This will give the young men an opportunity to ask questions, and get answers from those who are not much older than they are.  (i.e Racism, Teen Pregnancy, Relationship with Parents, their future etc..).
Time Management
They will be taught how to manage time, and do everything they want to do.

The Expense of Living
The student will be shown how to make a budget for personal living, how to maintain a savings and checking account.

Leadership
Discuss good traits of a leader and when to be a follower.

HOW IS THIS GOING TO WORK

1. Since this is the first time this program will be running, Omega Phi Kappa will adopt a school.

2. No more than 5 brothers will be running the program.  These brothers must be committed to attend this program weekly because the students will see them as role models.

3. The School will select an advisor from the school as a representative of the school.  The advisor and the brothers will work close together to give as much positive influence, experience, and influence to the students.

4. The program will run from September – December; and February – April.  This must work on the schedule of the brothers while they are in the Bridgeport area before the semester ends.  It will be no longer than one hour after school.
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
