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As one who has spent years in K-12 education, I have research interests that have more applications in the K-12 environment than in post-secondary institutions. My experiences in the DePaul system have only served to make my vision for K-12 more focused. At any college or university, I would be more interested in what data can be gleaned from interactions with inservice educators.

I am interested in the application of copyright laws as they apply to teaching, materials production, and faculty and student use of the Internet, including Internet sites, plagiarism, and digital media. From experiences in dealing with document piracy and term paper sales, to dealing with parents who brazenly copy music onto digital media and sell the media, I have seen it all.

I continue to be interested in the concerns of school change facilitators as they implement standards-based curricular mandates, with focus on classroom instruction, textbook selection, and staff development. This was the focus of my dissertation, and as a focus on accountability is now nation-wide, it will be important to study and disseminate.  I am also interested in research on how well classroom teachers really integrate technology into the curriculum. 

I am interested in the various methods of teaching basic computer literacy, either by direct instruction, or by embedding computer literacy within core curricula. I am finding that local education authorities know no other methods than the ones they have been using. Illinois has been very big on imbedding technology into the curriculum. I am hearing from teachers that it doesn’t seem to be working.

I remain intrigued why students, adults, university professors, etc. continue to exhibit resistance to using computer technology for normal tasks. Even at this late date, I am hearing about teachers, administrators, etc. who are not yet computer literate.
