-9 out of 13 states could change Articles

Revo War [1781.10.19]

-Treaty of Paris (ended war) [1783]

Shay’s Rebellion [Mass. 1786]

Maryland & Virginia -> conference -> trade problems -> in Alexzandria, Vir. [March 1785]

-Vir. Assembly [Jan. 21, 1786]

-called a joint meeting of all states -> Annapolis, Mary. [Sept. 11, 1786] (only 5 attended)

7 of 13 states named delagates [mid-Feb. 1787]

Philadelphia meeting -> Constitutional Convention

Framers of Constitution – 55 delagates from 12 out of 13 states

Rev Thomas Hooker – founded Hartford 1636

Fundamental orders – 1639 – first written constitution that created a government

1662 – charter

Intolerable Acts [spring 1774] 

First National Congress

Articles of Confederation [Nov. 15, 1777]

Ratification – formal approval – ratify 13 states

11 states -> del. 1779 -> Maryland [Feb. 27 1781]

2nd con. Congress set March 1, 1781 date when the Articles were finally effective
