Stanislavski & the text - 2 hour session...

i) Get a pair to read it out loud without any prior preparation.

ii) Split into male/female twos.

iii) Get them to write down a line of subtext under each of their own lines (as a line of text : “I think you’re being evasive.” / “I want some sympathy” / “You’re hopeless but I love you anyway...”, etc...)

iv) Get them to look at their own parts - and to mark down the units and objectives.

v) Get them to discuss between themselves whether or not they’re in agreement where the units and objectives are.

vi) Get them to rehearse the text a few times, using their subtext/units/objectives as guides on interpretation. If you like, you could also get them to think about given circumstances, emotion memory and so on as well... You could also ask them to think about a very vague superobjective - and a through-line of action for the two characters.

vii) Re-assemble the group. Get them to read out one or two of the subtext scripts.

viii) Re-assemble the group. Get one or two pairs to read out their versions of the text.
