Performance Art Lesson Plan...





- ‘Huw And Steven Have Lunch’ (15 minutes)


- Basically, this means : either by yourself, or with another member of staff, do a short ‘play’ in the style of Gilbert & George, ie., doing something ‘real’ (we did ‘having lunch’ on stage - as a play - entirely improvised...) but on stage, as theatre... just as a means of providing something for the students to work from, as stimulus... to introduce them to notions of alternative theatres and performance forms...





- Discuss what we’ve just seen...


	- why do it..?

	- is it real or artificial..?


	- was it interesting or boring..? More interesting than actually


	  having a meal with someone..?
