RICHMOND, Va. (February 16, 2006) - CAA Commissioner Tom Yeager determined today that George Mason University's Tony Skinn and Drexel University's Kenell Sanchez, both ejected from Wednesday night's men's basketball game for receiving dead ball flagrant technical fouls, will not be subject to the CAA's Sportsmanship Rule violation and the accompanying minimum one-game suspension due to misapplication of specific playing rules by the game officials. 

Yeager concluded that because of the misapplication of specific video replay rules, the penalties and accompanying ejections should not have been assessed. Both Skinn and Sanchez will be eligible to participate in their respective school's next scheduled contest. 

The officials have been notified of these findings and any follow-up with the officials will be handled as per CAA policies and procedures.
