Course Attendance:

Conduct:

Determination of Grades Statement:

	Determination of grades is based on the following requirements and criteria:

Minimum Requirements: 

Products (papers, case studies, projects, presentations) must be on time, in the correct format, corrected for spelling and grammar, appropriate materials included and referenced, to-the-point and on topic, and conclusions must be supported. 

Examinations (in-class and take home) must be complete, accurate, neat, evidence clear thought, and exhibit concise and to-the-point responses.

Classroom behavior in class discussions and group activities should be responsible, should exhibit open communication, be constructive, and helpful.

Mastery Level (Grade of "B"):  Professional Achievement   

Products must meet the requirements stated above for minimum requirements and additionally meet professional criteria. For example, documentation should be included to support research papers, the APA format should be used consistently throughout the paper, and substantially more than the minimum number of references should be included. Presentations should be logical, organized and comprehensive.

Examinations (in-class and take home) should be organized, in-depth, comprehensive, logical and complete, and evidence thorough understanding of the subject/topic through application of principles.

Classroom behavior should exhibit very focused activity and thought on the subject/topic of discussion, be motivated, and assist in discovery of new insights and relationships concerning the subject/topic of discussion.

Mastery Level Plus (Grade of "A"): Creative Achievement  

Products must meet all requirements stated above and additionally meet creative criteria. These criteria include unique topic or subject selection, synthesis of ideas, and evaluation of subject matter and positions found in the literature, be creative in approach, establish new relationships with ideas and provide new insights. 

Examination responses indicate insightfulness of understanding, a synthesis of information and unique ideas, and rationale for application of principles following careful analysis. 

Classroom behavior should exhibit very focused activity and thought on the subject at hand, be motivated, and assist in discovery of new insights and relationships concerning the subject/topic of discussion. An earned grade of "A" represents the best work of students accomplished in a unique and professional manner.



Course Contact Hours:

COMP-6000:  Project Requirements 

Each student will complete a project as described below.  APA format is suggested but not required.  The project may take one of the following formats:

1. Research paper.  For the research paper, the student will select a topic to be researched and present the results of his/her research in the final project paper.  

2. Systems analysis.  The student may develop a detailed set of specifications and models which define the requirements for a selected system.

3. Design document.  The student may develop a design document which addresses a specific set of system requirements.  The design document will present the requirements and the design for the solution. 

4. System implementation.  The student may implement a system based upon a set of design parameters.  The project will present the solution as well as supporting documentation.

5. System/product evaluation.  The student may evaluate a system or product. 

6. System/product comparison.  The student may perform a comparison of alternative systems or products.

7. Other.  Other formats for the project are allowable if approved by the instructor.

The final project paper should contain the following components.  A correlation of these components with the project types shown above will follow.

a. Title page.  The title page should contain the title of your paper, your name, the date, the course number, etc.

b. Chapter 1:  Introduction.  This should provide an introduction to the topic, including why this topic was selected and why it is important.  Typically the introduction will be 1-2 pages in length.

c. Chapter 2:  Literature review.  This should contain a review of the various findings in current books, magazines, and internet sources.  Approximately twenty (20) sources are recommended.  In this section, the student will describe the information gathered from each source.  Typically the literature review will consist of about one-half to one page per source.  

d. Chapter 3:  Methodology.  This will describe the methods used in preparing the research paper.  If internet sources are used, then the methods utilized to locate these sources should be described.  The methodology will typically be 2-5 pages in length.

e. Chapter 4:  Results.  This section should contain a summary of the literature findings.  In this section, the student will summarize the findings from all sources taken together.  The results section will typically be 2-3 pages in length.

f. Chapter 5:  Conclusions.  This section will contain the student’s own conclusions based upon the findings in the literature as well as suggestions for further research.  The conclusions will vary in length, typically being 3-5 pages.

g. References:  A bibliographic listing of the sources used in preparing the research paper.

h. Appendices:  Any additional information which the student feels is important, such as printed web pages, tables, etc.

COMP-6000:  Presentation Requirements 

Each student will be required to present his/her final paper on the final night of class.  These presentations should be approximately 15 minutes in length and should utilize appropriate presentation materials, such as view-graphs, flip-charts, handouts, and other materials as needed.  The following suggested outline for the presentation is provided as a guideline:

1. Introduction:  Introduce the topic and why it was selected.

2. Methodology:  How you approached your project.

3. Research materials:  Describe what types of articles, books, internet sites, etc. were used in performing the research.  Also describe how these materials were located.

4. Results: The results of your project.

5. Conclusions: Present your conclusions and defend them.

6. Questions/answer period:  Answer any questions from the rest of the class.
