SCOPE: 
The President of Pakistan has already directed to explore the Livestock Sector for its tremendous export potential. In a recent meeting with business community of Qatar, Presidient Musharaf mentioned that Pakistan stands at 4th position in milk production but the dairy products processing business at present is almost non-existing in a country. He recommended that investment in this sector can boost the national economy and enhance return to the producers.
The Prime Minister of Pakistan has mentioned on several occasions, importance of livestock sector and directed induction of new veterinary doctors in the public sector. Constitution of the Dairy Subgroup for formulating the Five Year Plan under leadership of a dynamic person, Mr.Yawar Ali, showed his keen desire for utilizing the livestock sector for boosting the national economy.

The Chief Minister NWFP inaugurated a Doodh Mela (Dairy Animals Competition) at Peshawar attended by local buffalo, cattle, sheep and goats farmers and manufacturers of livestock equipment and supplies, displaying their animals and products. The Chief Minister awarded prizes for the best cow producing 30 liters milk and the best buffalo producing 25 liters. He announced allocation of land for Dairy Colony at Peshawar, Mardan and DI Khan. Government land will be provided on proper rates to interested farmers and private land will be purchased for this purpose. 
The North-West Frontier Province of Pakistan possesses 21 million ruminants, including 5.5 million cattle, 2.5 million buffaloes, 3.5 million sheep and 9.5 million goats. A network of animal health services is available for providing services to these animals however that setup is focused on protecting the subsistence livestock holdings from diseases and the economic potential of the sector remain ignored. A scope exists for establishing a special services network based on productivity enhancement through better management of reproduction, feeding and health supplemented with a marketing and financial support, which will enable the sector to produce a huge exportable surplus which can compete in international market. 

The total production from the provincial livestock inventory in the form of milk, meat, hides, skins, casing and dung, etc. is about Rs.100 million (US$ 1.7 million). However, no proper marketing, processing and value addition system exists for handling these products. Quality and rates of the inputs needed for these animals in the form of feed, medicines, vaccines are not regulated properly. 
Concentrate feed requirements for these animals, is about 10 million kg per day. About 4 million doses of semen are needed for breeding the cattle and buffaloes. A huge quantity of improved fodder seeds is needed for meeting the feeding requirements. A big number of buffaloes fail to conceive at proper postpartum interval, so they are led towards slaughter houses instead of rebreeding and replacing the herd. More than 80% calves are lost during the initial month of life with a view to save the milk it consumes, and are not reared or fattened.
Livestock farming in the province is a low input system, mainly staying on opportunity cost. A tremendous opportunity for investment exists in the provincial livestock industry. The farming community desire to make their business more profitable through innovation and further investment, however, lack of financial resources, poor economic status and non-existence of a producers-consumers-friendly marketing system prevent them from doing so.
The Dairy subgroup of the Five Years Plan showed their concern that in spite of the huge milk production in the country and its 6% growth rate, there are major concerns in milk production faced by the dairy sector in Pakistan. Some of the concerns were low milk yield potential of the local animals, underfeeding, lack of collection and chilling facilities, sub-standard containers, adulteration and non-adoption of clean milk production practices. Control of prices of fresh milk prices made it less profitable as compared to packed milk, in spite of higher fat percentage in the former.
The present conference is organized to provide an opportunity to the experts, investors and industrialists to analyze the situation and participate in the commercialization of the provincial livestock sector. A wide ranged participation is expected from various fields in the regional countries to attend in the conference and find business and joint ventures opportunities.
