Pakistan can outstrip other countries  in 
Livestock Sector.

So, it is a dire necessity  to establish a suitable vaccine unit in Karachi. 

A 2-day conference was held at Best Western Hotel, Islamabad on 22nd June,2005 organized by FAO and it has been unanimously decided to establish  a modern vaccine unit in Pakistan. It is my supplication and do entreat  Honorable President to bolster  us in this matter by establishing this vaccine unit in Karachi. . 

Hemorrhagic Septicemia is another baneful  disease. Hard as it may be to believe but it is deucedly true that only in Asghar Dogor’s pen in Bilal Colony more than 50 milching animals were ravished by HS within the span of only three days. We can well conceive what economic losses our nation has suffered. 

It is the crying need and the exigencies of the day to keep instant  surveillance,  use effective vaccines to exonerate our dairy farmers from the prey of these devastating diseases hovering over our heads.
