Future Vision of the Livestock Sector 

1. In the perspective of higher standard of living and increased necessities of life, size of economic farming unit will keep growing and mixed-cropping system may evolve into more specialized pattern. As a result new cropping zones may emerge utilizing agro-ecological variations. Smaller farms operations may be no longer economically viable and may phase out in due course of time. 

2. Utilization of farm/industrial by-products and wastes within the cropping zone/farming system is becoming irrelevant. On the other hand farm by-products and wastes are to be recycled in to useful farm-products need industrial intervention. Such operations are greatly supported by the Government as these are environment friendly an support the conventional efforts for increased farm production. 

3. Viable combinations of poultry, fish, rabbit, cereals, dairy, mutton, beef and other crop farming can be operationilized in larger enterprises.

4. Under WTO open market competition and development of consumer-oriented policies, quality of food production can no longer be compromised. A threshold level of processing needs to be determined and be made part farm operations. 

5. The labor-sunk parts of the farm operations have to be mechanized and farms to be designed scientifically.  The engineering industry has to step in for making tailored, research based quality tools for catering industrial needs. 

6. To conserve the inherent and depleted resources livestock and range, which is 60% of the country land, needs to be given due attention. These demands great input and support from the Government and investors. Special research cells and support agencies can only make it happen. 

7. Effective collaboration between industry and agricultural research is required for development of the livestock sector and uplift of the country economy.
