Criterion for Grades:

1.
Three multiple choice exams (76% of grade) worth 150 points each.  These will cover lecture and reading material.  At least 30% of the questions will come from practice quizzes taken in class.  The first exam will have about 50% of the questions from practice quizzes, since we cover so much material..  You must call or email letting me know you will miss an exam and why.
2. A biography of yourself (17% of grade), someone you admire or an historical figure.  This should analyze that person’s development and apply principles and ideas from the text and class.  This assignment is worth 100 points.  It should be at least five typewritten double spaced pages in length, based on 12 point font.  The assignment may be handwritten, but must be legible.  Further details will follow as we progress in class.  I may offer some different options as we progress.

There will be two reflective writing assignments(7% of grade) based a developmentally based movie.  You 
may write on the films we see in class, or those which you view on your own.  You of course 
are expected to remain with the class during the films we watch even if you write about different films.  Each essay is worth 20 points (40 points total).
Attendance is an important part of the learning process.  It is the fairest way in which I can evaluate participation.  Therefore it is possible to earn an extra 11 points for perfect attendance, 7 points for one absence or 5 points for two absences.  If your contributions to class discussions are exceptional, it is possible to earn another 5 points extra credit.  More than four absences will result in a deduction of 15 points from your final grade.
