Journal Article Guidelines

1.  You have the option of using one of the articles which I give you, or finding your own articles which relate to the materials covered.  You get 3 points more, if you find your own article.  

Each assignment is worth 40 points.  There are no specific letter grades on this assignment.  If you find your own article, please let me have a copy of it when you turn in the assignment.

2.  The articles should be at least three type-written, double spaced pages in length.  You may write them by hand.  Obviously they will need to be longer (the equivalent length of a typed article) and must be legible in order to be graded.  I will consider spelling and language, but the focus in on the content.
3.  Your write up should be divided into two parts.  The first should attempt to summarize the article.  Bring up the most important points and the ideas of the author.  Do not just give me a summary of the article.  Did the article make sense?  How does it compare to what you already know and what the book said?  Did you agree with the article?  Do you have any experiences from your own life which confirm or disconfirm what the writer says?

Articles not turned in on time will lose 3 points, although you may turn them in anytime before the end of class.  If you are sick on the day the article is due, I will accept it with full credit if you mail it to the college attention Dr. Stein, Psychology Department and the postmark is within one day of the due date.  You may also leave theem in my mailbox, before class.  You mail also email it to me (only if you will not be in class) at robst@optonline.net.  The assignments are due on July 21 and  July 30 respectively.
