Instructions for viewing: Look at the clusters in the lower right, allowing a balance to establish itself between the kinetic force of the  bright strokes and the expanse of blank space. Then look at distinct elements as objects for reflection and association. When a resolution is found between the color elements and the expanse, look at the cuts made horizontally and vertically for a further constriction and dynamism (the archetypical desert).
The attempt (as meditation, as a purging):
A fanciful mechanism produced when one intends to engage in the most meaning possible.

Observations:

The horizontal bright bar possesses some of the shock and danger of a rifle.

I find also the image of a child nursing, and two breasts.
As an aerial image it represents gardens.

As a machine it might be a loaded pistol.

I find also a prisoner in someone’s grasp, perhaps a game player.

The motivating scheme is that troubled, contextual realities (the color) become beautiful and perhaps are resolved in their truth by simpler, enduring forms (the cuts and white space), or by an awareness of the essential reality. In this sense it presents hope. On the other hand it represents the irony and paradox of boundaries and reflections. What is meant to be apparent is the sensation of being at one with ones path.
Quandary
I was excited by my initial understanding that Cubism was for the expression of pure forms, to maximize elaborative powers of the viewer. I thought that somehow the ambiguity of a Cubic-style painting lent itself to the expression of symbolic forms.
As with Circus Ghost, the motivational basis for the design may have been corrupted by darker feelings and realities. The guilty conclusion is that the act of creating may have perpetuated some of the conditions I meant to elude.
