Previous Minutes

Moved by Sarah Khor: That the minutes for the Executive Committee meeting of January 11 are a true and accurate account of events that took place.

1. DSCA Information Brochure 
A sample of the information brochure was shown to the executive committee. Other than a few minor adjustments the brochure was ready to be printed. It was resolved that initially the brochure should be printed in black and white. This will make it easier to photocopy. It was also thought that the colours of the alumni could be worked into the brochure, specifically the “scrawling DSCA” logo. The alumni colours are yet to be decided and a further discussion on this topic took place. Colour schemes included:

· Red, yellow and blue

· Black, silver and green

· Black and white

2. Reunion Decorations (Colours)

Maya researched various alternate decorations for the 2002 reunion on May 2. Maya recommended that the alumni ‘invest’ in a number of “Balloon Trees”. These consist of 12 balloons attached to a steam and base. They cost around $15 a tree. Other decorations that Maya looked at include balloons and streamers with a wide variety of prices. It was hoped that the final colour scheme chosen would reflect the Alumni’s colours. Maya will bring in samples to show the executive at the next meeting.

3. Mentoring Scheme 

There were no registrations from any year 12 students. This was something of a disappointment. The scheme will therefore be postponed until the end of term one. After which time the Alumni would have given its first talk/seminar and been able to advertise the program first hand to students. Mrs Griffths will be kept up to date with the mentoring scheme progress.

4. Talks/Seminars

Level assemblies are scheduled for April 1st 2003. Maya has expressed an interest in addressing the year 11 and year 12 assemblies. She will be speaking about “Priorities in VCE”. The talk is hoped to be around five minutes. Kelly and Sarah volunteered to speak to the senior school staff to arrange for this inclusion in their program.

Possible specific talks include:

· Accounting

· Biology

· Chemistry

· Biology

· Physics

· Psychology

· Memory Skills (to be further discussed)

It was thought best if these talks were run in conjunction with the talks offered by the school. It was resolved that the alumni would offer the services of students only if the school needed or asked for volunteers.

It was felt that further talks on Universities, TAFE and the work force would be better suited to the end of term two and beginning of term three. Further more, these talks as far as possible be available to all year twelves, but on a voluntary basis. For this reason, lunchtime seminars were felt the most appropriate times.

5. Reunions

2000 and 2001 Reunion – An e-mail was sent out to inform all relevant members of this upcoming event. The reunion is to be held on Saturday 22nd February at the Cherry Hill Tavern (189 Reynolds Rd, East Doncaster – Melways Reference: Map 34 C6). Sarah, Christian and Maya will all be in attendance and informal feedback has been positive.

2002 Reunion – A meeting to begin preparations for the Class of 2002 reunion was held on Wednesday 29th November. It was felt that the meeting was very productive and many of the initial issues have been sorted out or taken care of. The next meeting to review the plans for the 2002 Reunion is set for 7.00pm on the 12th March 2003.

1983 Reunion – Maya contacted the committee for the Class of 1983 reunion to offer the Alumni’s assistance. Maya reported that the committee consisted of around eleven people. The committee was looking at setting a date somewhere between July – September. Their next committee meeting is on the 11th March. Maya has offered to join the 1983 Reunion committee in order to gain experience and offer a presence of the alumni. So far the major difficulty that the 1983 committee is facing is locating the graduates from their year – in particular, ladies who have married are proving difficult to track down.

6. Open Night 
DSC is holding its Open Night on Wednesday 21st May. The alumni intends to have a stand on the night. It is hoped that the alumni can hold a BBQ outside the VCE Centre, as this is where all the groups finish. It is not intended that this should be a fund-raising exercise, but rather a “break-even” event. Pamphlets and registration forms will also be available on the night.
