     Police have mounted an inter-state manhunt for a notorious gang which robbed a couple before raping their eight-year-old daughter in their  Kepong home on Monday. They believe the same gang is also behind Tuesday's incident where a 31-year-old housewife was gang raped by five men in front of her husband at a house in Kelana Jaya after relieving them off RM30,000 in cash and valuables. In the first incident on Monday, three knife-wielding men broke into house in Bukit Maluri, Kepong, at 2.30am and held up the family. The robbers, who entered from the back door, then threatened the couple and their three children before tying them and ransacking the house. 

     Several minutes later, two of the robbers took the couple's eldest daughter to a room and allegedly raped her. The gang then fled after 40      minutes with about RM5,000 in cash and valuables.  

     City police  chief Deputy Comm Datuk Meor Chek Hussin Mahayuddin said police had also beefed-up patrols in the area. They are liaising  with their counterparts in Negri Sembilan where the gang is believed to be also operating.

To my horror, I saw the man again. He also walks out of the complex but turned right heading towards the motorcycle park where another man was waiting for him on a motorcycle. I 
quickly walked in between the cars parked as I was afraid that they would just ride the motorcycle up to me and snatch my bag if I were to walk in the open. I walked very, very fast and quickly got in my car and locked it immediately. By now, I can see the motorcycle turning towards where I was and he stopped at the corner just 2 cars away from me. I 
knew that something is very wrong and I was looking all over the place when I suddenly saw another man running very fast towards my car from behind. He rushed to my passenger side and pulled on my car door aggressively wanting to snatch my handbag that was placed on the passenger seat. There was nobody nearby at the moment and I know I cannot yell for help with the windows closed because nobody would be able to hear my screams. With a quick action, I immediately pressed on my car honk without letting go. This startled the robber and he immediately released my car door handle and dashed towards the man waiting on the motorcycle and they speed off. 

For a moment, I sat there stunned. It all happened so fast and I cannot even recall the robber's face. After gaining my composure, I started my engine and drove out of the carpark. I remembered I heard some noise when my car started to move but I dare not go down to check. I was terrified and was constantly looking into the rear mirror to see if there was anybody following me. I turned left to Tmn Lumba Kuda & he followed.

As I was showing him the direction from KUM Buildings to Australian Embassy as we walked he asked me to hold his jacket as he was holding a stack of files in his hand and that the phone was ringging.

When we almost reached the Australian Embassy the man snatched my handbag and ran to the car in front of Phileo Avenue bus stop.  Only then I realised the gentlemen is actually a snatch-thieves!  In my handbag it contains my ID, House key, car key, credit cards, driving license and a few identification items.

I went and made a police report immediately and I was told that

everyday there will be at least 1 case.  Right after the police

report, I called my husband and told him about the incident.  He came and pick me up after working hours so that we can quickly get a new pad locks and change all the locks at home.

When we reached home at about 8pm, our house was broke in and there were no sign on forced in.  The pad lock was unlock and was left on our dining table, and our main gate was opened nicely.  We lost about RM2,000 cash and jeweleries.  We have spend a few hundred buck to get all the new locks.

Friends, please do not leave your car key, house key and any

identification in your handbag because you don't know when are these people going to snatch your hand bag.  Just few days ago, I received my credit card bills and to my surprised the snatch thieves spent RM5,000!

I hope my incident will save more people from becoming and victim
