3) Pro-term Committee to pursue matters arising.
1) Security Issues

1.1) The meeting was made aware of various break-in, attempted break-in and assaults that have occurred within the confines of the community.

1.2) Due to these security threats the meeting agreed to appoint a security firm to patrol the compounds of the community.

1.3) It was suggested that we join forces with the Residents Association of the development across the street to reduce costs involved. In this respect En Fizri (21, 4/12) will discuss the matter with Hj Mohd Turee, the chairman of that particular residents association and report back to fellow residents.
1.4) Dato Mohd Ali (6, 4/12) reported that if necessary a meeting could be arranged with the local Police to discuss areas where security could be improved.

1.5) The meeting generally agreed that security matters needed to be addressed immediately and action be carried out ASAP. 

2) Complaints to Developer

2.1) Gated Community. The meeting agreed that a letter be sent to the developer seeking official clarification on the matter as the response from the developer in this respect has varied from person to person.In this respect En Fizri will draft a letter for which residents will sign.

2.2) We will also at the same seek clarification from the Local Authority with respect to maintenance of compound if it is made a gated community. In this respect anybody who can help (i.e. has contacts in MPPJ) is encouraged to contact En Fizri (017 – 3300817). Mr Simon Lim (23,4/12) highlighted the plight of residents of Sierra Damansara who do not have municipal maintenance as a result of being a gated community.

2.3) To include in letter to developer issue of roof leakages. Mdm Josie (12A 4/13B) highlighted that she has photographs of the poor quality of ceiling finishes at handover. The meeting agreed that most the houses were facing these problems and that the developer had been negligent in the performance of the repairs.
2.4) To also include in letters issue of cracks. En Fizri and Mr Pandiyan highlighted that they have noticed cracks in the walls.

2.5) Letters will also be drafted to developer / municipal council for replacement of stolen manhole covers.
2.6) Letter will also be drafted to TNB with regards to name transfer from developer to owner and also to highlight the problems with non working street lighting.
2.7) Mr David Wong (12A 4/13) highlighted the issue of late delivery of vacant possession of property to owners. Although not specifically detailed in S&P, as a consumer we have a right to claim for L.A.D. 

3) Pro Term Committee

3.1) Due to the numerous issues arising, the meeting agreed that the residents of D’shire 61 should look towards setting up a proper residents association to push through the issues raised. In this respect, residents with prior experience and who are willing to contribute should attend the next meeting and nominate themselves to sit on the committee.
3.2) A pro-term committee comprising 2 residents from each of the 4 rows volunteered to start the ball rolling. In this respect residents, who are unable to attend meetings are requested to get in touch with their respective row representatives to contribute ideas and/or convey any problems.
