· Be open and vulnerable enough to allow God to characterize His lesson through you.

· Continually ask God to give you a lesson for someone else.  He will teach you as He teaches others.

· Have your ear to heaven’s floor; listen to God’s prompting.

· As part of a thought pops out, write it down.  Half thoughts are great material for God to complete

· Imagine you are God’s conduit for someone else’s truth

· Add the ingredients that are uniquely you.  Use catchy ways to personalize God’s words to others.  Similarities, contrast, rhythm, parallels, rhymes that add spice.

· Take a look back at those things you have overcome and see how God would package them to others.

· Remember that your climb and your success are hope for those behind you.

· You know God is using you when you are the one learning.

· As you complete a piece, have it read by a spiritual friend.  Everyone has blindspots and the words we say need to able to be held up to the Light and appear the same from every angle

· Be ready to receive.  Have your pen ready, your file up, your awareness high.

· Use a variety of ways frame God’s wisdom.  Use tips, paragraph snip-its, short stories, one-pagers.

· Allow your heart to be heavy as you push God’s Word through the piece.

· Don’t feel down because it doesn’t seem like what you wrote was earth shaking.  It might be the very footing someone else was reaching for.

· Proof your stuff, or better yet, get a friend to proof it.

· Don’t waste anything.  Every time the enemy tries to throw you a curve, turn it against him by making it a lesson others gain from.

· God will sometimes press you to a finish a piece or incubate it for another day.  It’s His choice.

· Don’t take God’s glory in the compliments from others.  Just be gracious and know their Source.
