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I've included directions to our house at the end of this message. 

There is no fee, and we're a small group so far, so parking in our drive or cul-de-sac is not a problem. 

AS of yet, we have not had any refreshments. We make bottled water or whatever else we have at the moment available, and of course you can bring anything that you especially want. 

We play a little bit of everything and are working on developing a core set of songs. Anyone can bring copies of a particular song they want to have the group try. We're a new group, so we're pretty flexible. We like for everyone to be at least to the novice/intermediate level of playing. We can steer new beginners to someone who will teach basics, but we try to avoid basic instruction during our jam since our playing time together is limited, and the non-beginners lose interest real fast if you don't play something more challenging. However, we do exchange concepts and techniques to improve our playing. It's just not at the very beginner level. 

Our charter is the mountain dulcimer, and while we've had inquiries about other instruments, we haven't had anyone show up yet that does not play the dulcimer. One of us plays both the dulcimer and the guitar and native Indian flute. If your spouse plays a different old time instrument, and would like to join us, they are most welcomed, but we do ask that they be sanative and not drowned out the soft playing dulcimers. Sorry, but this is not an environment for non-dulcimer playing children. 

We meet the 1st and 3rd Tuesday night. It's best to contact us when you want to participate so we can let you know of any last minute changes.
