HIJRAH TO MADINAH
The Sheppard’s Path

Prophets Dream before moving to Madinah was a dream of a place with dates, between two volcanic mountains.  

Pledge of Aqabah:  Ansar agreed to provide for a place that would allow him to be safe

1. Muslims started migrating to migrate

a. Abu Salama bin Asad and Umm Salamah went to Makkah after just coming directly from Habasha.  

i. The Makkans would not just let any one to leave with out their terms.  Abu Salama tried to leave Makkah in day time.  However, his wife’s family came and took her and his child.  In the struggle to save her, her husband dislocated her shoulder.  

ii. The husbands family said that the child was theirs and took him. 

iii. She used to stand in the window and stare at Madinah missing her husband as she cried.  One day a relative of hers came as she cried, he asked why she was crying, she told him.  He went to speak to the elders of her clan, and they agreed to let her go.    At the same time, the husband’s family let her child go.  

iv. She left, unafraid to be lost in the desert.  When she got to the border of Makkah, taneem, Usman Ibn Abi Talhah he asked her “where is a young lady like yourself going”.  He said that he would take her all the way to Madinah.  He was very kind and generous to her, he would show her the rest places, not impede her privacy.  She said that “I don’t know any one who is as kind as Usman ibn Talhah”.  He did all of this without a cost even though he wasn’t a muslim.  He took her to Madinah and directed her to her husband.  
v. When she got to Madinah, she found that he had been martyred.  When she found out she said that she would wail for a year to show the arabs how sad she was.  Instead whenever there is a calamity say “Alahumma Ajarni Fe Museebati wa khuluku li khayran minha.” “Oh Allah reward me in this calamity”.  

vi. When she didn’t realize anyone who was  better than Abu Salamah however, later she married to H. Muhammad (SAW).

vii. Lesson:  Don’t ask for calamity, but when it comes be firm.

b. Souhaib ibn Sanin bin Runin or Shoib the Roman
i. He was a enslaved by the Romans however eventually he became freed and became rich.  The Makkans said “do you think he would we would let you go when you got rich off of our money.”  Shoib said that he would give them all his money in return for freedom
ii. Hazrat Muhammad knew about this through revelation and when he met Shoib he said, your agreement was profitable.  Because he was able to give up all his money and keep his religion.

iii. There may come a time when they will say to you that you came here from your country as a poor student, we want you to go  away and keep your deen or you could stay and keep your wealth.

c. Umar bin Khattab

i. Made an appointment with other people:  Aaish and Hisham

1. Hisham bin Aas was withheld and didn’t let him go.   He gave up his religion.  

2. Aaish:  your mother has vowed to not comb her hair and refused to take shade until you decide to stay.  Aaish decided to stay.  H. Umar gave him his camel so if he changed his mind he could come back.

3.  It was believed that they couldn’t become muslim after giving up their faith, so 

d. Most companions left at night time.  So they were unable to take a lot of things with you for the fear of someone realizing that you are traveling.  Abu Bakr asked H. Muhammad repeatedly whether he could leave, but rthe request was denied.  

e. Quraish realized that the muslims were leaving and knew that H. Muhammad (SAW) would be leaving next because they didn’t want H. Muhammad to rally the Madinan.  People of Madina were well allied and good fighters as that was a civil war torn city.  So they gathered all their leaders together in Nadwa.  The only person not to invite was the Nadwan was Abu Lahab because he was a part H. Muhammad’s clan.  Shatan joined them as a old wise man and asked to join the Nadwa and provide input

i. Ideas were:  Imprisonment, Iblis: No, his people will eventually free him

ii. Wanted to kill the prophet but would be a tribal war if this happened.  The Bani Hashim was a strong tribe, because the Bani Hashim would kill in return for the sake of honor

iii. Ideas were:  Exile Muhammad to never set foot in Makkah, Abu Jahal:  He will gather the tribes and crush Makkah

iv. Abu Jahl said:  that if one tribe killed him then there would be a war, but if all tribes assign one strong man and all kill him at once.  Bani Hashim will be forced to take the blood money.  Iblis said:  That is a good plan.  The meeting adjourned at noon at Qailulah time.

2. Allah told H. Muhammad about the plan.  H. Muhammad covered his face and went to Abu Bakrs house at the Qailulah time (like night time its an emergency).  H. Muhammad asks Abu Bakr to make all of his family to leave the house (because they were going to plan the hijrah).  H. Abu Bakr says, let them stay because they are your family (H. Muhammad is married to Aisha at this time).  H. Muhammad says its time to go to hijrah and H. Muhammad would be Abu Bakr’s companion and H. Abu bakr cries with could tears because he was so happy.  He was happy regardless of the fact that people were planjing of killing H. Abu Bakr.
a. When a woman is proposed to for marriage, her wali has to ask for her permission, if she is quite and she hasn’t married before, that is yes because she is shy.  If she starts to cry touch her tears:  if her tears are cool then she is happy, if they are hot she is angry or unhappy.
b. H. Abu Bakr said that I have prepared two camels to go.  H. Muhammad said he would pay for the camel.  This gives us a lesson, as a dawi you must be self sufficient and independent as possible so that you can speak the truth and contribute to Islam.  

c. H. Muhammad had money and capital and had people who would work for him.  When he married Khadijah, he was able to hire people to do what Khadijah had once hired him to do.  

d. H. Muhammad asked H. Ali that he wanted him to sleep in the prophets clothes and on his bed.  H. Muhammad also instructed Ali to return all the trusts that people had given to Muhammad.  Cpuldnt return them before without arousing suspicion.  H. Ali was worried since he knew that H. Muhammad was about to be killed.  H. Muhammad told him not to be worried as Allah would look after him.  This made him brave.
e. At nightfall H. Muhammad went out the back door when the potential killer were surrounding his house.  Upon exiting he threw sand from his hand.  Allah directed the sand on all of the watchers eyes.  H. Muhammad recited Yasin to ayah 9 which brought sleep to there eyes.  In the early morning they woke only to be told by a passing woman that Muhammad was outside the city.  They didn’t believe her and went inside only to find Ali in Muhammad’s bed.  They beat Ali to get information from him.   Ali didn’t know anything.

f.  H.  Muhammad stayed in the cave for three days to calm the search down.  H.  Asma bint Abi Bakr was to bring food every day Abdullah bin Abi Bakr of the news.  The problem with this was that there were footprints and there was a need to erase the footprints.  Amr ibn fuhairah, would take care of the sheep of Abu Bakr near the cave.  This served two purpose:  1.  Bring milk and 2. Have a whole bunch of footprints to cover the foot prints.  
i. Abu Jahl was the first to go to Abu Bakrs house to ask where Abu Bakr is.  He asks Asma and she said she didn’t know.  He was so angry because the plan had failed that he slapped her so hard that her earrings flew off.

ii. Permissible to lie in times of war, when some ones life is in danger, to make peace between two feuding friends, and when praising your spouse.   You can also decide to lie as a last resort to cover your sins.
iii. Quraish immediately hired the best trackers, and they led them to the cave in which they were hiding.  Abu Bakr, said if the Quraish were to look down they would see them.  P. Muhammad said, what are two men compared with the might of Allah.  
iv. H. Muhammad was calm because he had done all he could.  Now he placed all his trust in Allah.

v. He had hired a non-muslim guide Abdullah ibn Urkud to guide them from the cave to Madinah.

1. When it comes to dawah you should always get the best not the second best.  Even if you have to hire a non-muslim to do it.  

vi. Quraish sent a message to all people in Makkah and around Makkah to bring Muhammad dead or alive to the Quraish for the price of 100 camels.  

vii. They took the coastal route then the mountainous route and sig zaged to go to Madinah instead of the normal route.  Company:  AbuBakr, Aamir ibn Fuaiarah, Muhammad, nonmuslim
1. Surakah ibn Malik was a beduion leader and upon hearing about the bounty he wanted to try for it.  One of his people saw Muhammad and his companion and told him about this.  Muhammad and companions had come to him a little while back but said that they weren’t the “wanted” he sat a little longer, went home asked his servant to bring the horse behind a sand dune, he dragged his spear.  He got so close to the Prophet that he was able to hear the recitation of H. Muhammad.  Abu Bakr was worried that there was someone behind him.  H. Muhammad continued to read.  When Surakah tried to move his horse in the Prophet’s direction the horse world move and bucked him off.  Surakah fell off the horse again and then he picked lots.  The lots said go home again and again.  He disobeyed the lots and tried to go again and a ball of dust pops in his face.  And now he realized that Prophet was protected  by Allah.  So he says that Oh Prophet of Allah, I seek your protection and drops all wepeons  and comes to the Prophet and asks him I want you to leave me and my people alone.  After getting this in writing, Prophet Muhammad SAW asks him to deceive the Quraish.  He went back to the Quraish and said that he had searched his territory and Muhammad was not there
a. What do you think of the day that you will put on bracelets of the king of Persia.  Surakah became a muslim later after fighting the muslims, becoming captured, producing the written protection, 
b. In times of hardship remember the VICTORY.

viii. People knew Abu Bakr because he was a merchant and they didn’t know H. Muhammad as much so when they asked who this man was, Abu Bakr said he was his guide 

ix. On the way to hijrah H. Muhammad continued making dawah, 

1. Umm Ma’bud and her husband were very generous and asked if she had anything for them since they needed him.  She said that you wouldn’t need to ask if I had anything.  He looked out and he saw a little skinny sick sheep.  H. Muhammad asked to milk the sheep and received a small glass.  He asked for a bucket.  He said bismillah and milked the sheep and gives milk to her and all companions and is last to drink.  The person who serves should be last to eat. When Umm Ma’bud’s husband came home he found a bucket of milk and he asked who gave this to you.  She said the loveliest man came to visit.  When her husband ask emd her to describe him she said:  Bright face, no defect of stomach, smooth skinny, heavy (strong) but good looking, dark of eyes, eyelashes drooping long, soft voice, thick in beard and eyebrows, dignified while quite and graceful speaking,  most beautiful of men when far and when close very love, sweet tongue, clear of talk, precise in expression as if pearls falling down his lips, what ever he said was full of wisdom, speak slowly one word at a time (Aisha (RA) said if someone wanted to count his words they would be able to) of average height or a little taller whose tallness couldn’t be contended, nor short for eyes to fall on, a branch between two branches,  he had companions who were quick at service, and he was neither scowling nor impressed with them. Met

2. Met Buraydah bin Aslami called to Islam tribe of Aslami also convert.  
3. Made dawah to two thieves:  must give dawah to those who have been given up on by society.

3. Entering Madinah:  Before arriving in Madinah he was met with a caravan led by muslims and received new clothing.  Enter with new clothing.  There were two main entrances to Madinah.

a. South-town Qubah stay on top trees hoping to 

b. A Jew saw the prophet arrive a screamed “Oh Arabs your grandfather has arrived.”

c. The Arabs came in full armour gear to protect the Prophet with their lives.  When someone very respected comes the arrival is greeted with swords.  

d. They didn’t know who the prophet was and mistaked Abu Bakr for him since he walked in all humble like but when Abu Bakr went to shade the prophet they knew he was the prophet.
e. He arrived on Monday to Quba and established a masjid

f. He got to Madinah on Friday

4. Extend peace greetings among yourselves, provide food to needy, maintain upright relations, observe prayer at night while people are asleep, then you will peacefully enter the Gardens (Paradise).

a.  Extend peace greetings among yourselves:  

i. this is an ibadah:  Assalamalikum (10 rewards) Warahmatullahi (20 rewards)  Rabbilalameen (30 rewards)

ii. Give salam when you arrive and when you leave, when there is a partition between you and your partner, say salam again

iii. When you give salam to someone give a warm salam, 

iv. If you give salam to someone you don’t know, you will develop a bond

v. This develops love in the community which means 

vi. Sign of Day of Judgement is that people will only give salam when they know you or if they need something.

b. Provide food to needy

i. You should not give Zakat to anyone outside your community unless you have taken care of every one in your community.
ii. If you help the people in your neighborhood it strengthen bond of the community around you
iii. There is no envy because when rich give to the poor.  Poor are people who are envious of those who have money.

iv. Sadaqah you can give to anyone

v. Help the homeless and other people, 

c. Maintain uptight relations

i. Know your family members so you can enjoin relations

ii. Know you lineage

d. Observe prayer at night while people are sleep

i. Strengthen your connection with Allah Subhanallah

5. When he arrived in Madina he had three goals:  establishing a masjid, establishing brotherhood, and establishing rules and regulations.
a. He was able to make major changes such as changing rules to changing the name because he entered Madinah as a leader.

b. Madinah is Taybah or something good

6. When he entered madinah everyone wanted to host the Prophet.  The decision was left to the camel being guided by Allah.  

a. The camel sat down in a yard that belonged to two orphans, Sahl and Suhail

b. The orphan’s guardian was Ayyub Al-Ansari aka Zaid ibn Khalid Al Ansari had blessing of hosting him.  

c. They were willing to give the land to P. Muhammad, but the Prophet asked their guardian for the going rate for the land and paid them that amount.  Although the guardians too were willing to give it up for free, Prophet insisted on paying to set an example.

i. Wisdom:  You cannot do any transactions with an orphan who is not aware of the value of the merchandise.  All transactions must be done through the guardian.  

7. They built the Masjid An-Nabwi:  the house area had two bed rooms one for Aisha and Sauda.  
a. Place for prayer and recitation of quran
b. University of the time and the back of the masjid were the dorms for the university students and served as a standing army

c. Prisoners of war were kept in the masjid
i. Show how well muslims treated them

ii. Great dawah

iii. Got best part of the food to the prisoner

d. Meeting place

e. Weak could meet and voice opinions to the leadership

f. In the beginning, P. Muhammad lived with Abu Ayyub al Ansari on the first floor

i. Abu Ayyub tried to make good food for H. Muhammad.  One day he made food and P. Muhammad hadn’t eaten anything, when asked why,  he said onion and garlic made his breath smell bad and since Jibrael came down with revelation, and he didn’t want to have bad breath when he did. 
ii. Brushed teeth about 5 times a day 

iii. With manners there is no halal and haraam ruling just have common sense and be respectful

iv. Moved to the top floor per Ayyub Al-Ansari’s request
v. Have love and respect for guests, people of knowledge, 

8. Building the brotherhood:

a. A religion, city or cause are only as strong as its followers. 

b. Help your brothers and sisters physically, spiritually, emotionally, monetarily etc.

c. Assigned the emigrants to live with a complimenting host.

d. When a convert comes into Islam you should host them or assign them to a companion to help them embrace Islam

e. When the Ansar came to Madinah they had nothing. Ansar said that they would give the immigrants half their land.  Prophet Muhammad said that that would not be necessary (since the Makkans were merchants and not farmers) and asked that they take them and work together on the farms and share the profits.A
i. Ansari knew more of these (farming) things:  One day H. Muhammad 

ii. When it comes to worldly things you should prefer others over what you have, but when it comes to deen compete for the best

iii. Abdurahman bin Auf:  Was a muhajereen.  His companion offered him half of what he had and one of his wives in marriage.  

iv. Muhajereen didn’t take advantage of this:  May allah bless you and your family 

9. [page 23] Constitution of Madinah:  In the Name of Allah :

a. They are one nation to the exclusion of other people.

i. Madinah are one people, clans and tribes don’t matter

b. Establishmen 

c. Abolishment of the tribal law:  Support your brother whether he is the oppressed or the oppressor

d. One of the 10 actions that will eliminate a person’s iman.  If required to do something, than do the minimal possible.

e. In sight of Allah every one is given protection

10. Establishment of the Madinah Treaty with Jews:  

a. Jews:  Banu Kainuka, Bunu Nazir, and Banu Kaidah

b. Jews will have freedom of religion

c. Will be allied

11. Three groups of people:  Jews, Muslims (Ansar and Mujahideen), and Munafiqoon

a. Abdullah ibnu Ubaid un Salehoon:  Was sick of war and was going to lead the peace effort.  When H. Muhammad came over Abdullah thought he took his rightful position as the leader

b. Munafiqs in Madinah because muslims were the majority

c. Quraish were sending threats to Abdullah that he should kick out the prophet or Quraish would crush them

d. Abdullah tried gathering those people who hadn’t proclaimed Islam openly.  But when H. Muhammad came to Madinah they disbursed

12.   Battle of Badr

a. Upon arriving to Madinah, H. Muhammad was given the permission to fight, only to take what they had left behind.  

b. When they left Makkah the belongings of the Prophet were taken by the Quraish and put in a caravan to be sold.  The leader of this caravan was Abu Sufyan 

c. The battle of Badr was to attack this caravan.

d. P. Muhammad asked 200 to attack the caravan as it passed Usirah
e. They missed the caravan but the Prophet made peace treaties with surrounding tribes

f. Abdullah bin Jash was told by the prophet to go south for 200 miles and then open a sealed letter.  When he opened the letter 200 miles later, he found that he was to go to Nakhlah the heart of enemy territory to ONLY moniter them. on the way they saw a caravan with Muslim goods.  It was the last day of Rajab, a sharal haram. Waiting until tomorrow will be too late.  So Abdullah consulted with Uthman ibn Abdullah and Haakka al Kaithan – to attack the caravan.  It was decided that since permission had been given by Allah it would be okay to fight even if it was Rajab.  

i. This was the 9/11 of the Arabian because they had disregarded the long standing peaceful treaties of the Arabs. 

ii. The muslims knew that they had made a mistake

iii. Now the Quraish were already beating the drums of war.

iv. Dealing with Abdullah Bin Jash:  Allah Revealed (8:7)  You were supposed to stop oppression, even though attacking the caravan was very wrong but opporessing the people and breaching the sanctity of the sacred land is worse. 

1. When Allah received this ayah, they were very happy, and were able to keep the two prisoners of war

g. H. Muhammad heard about the return of the caravan of Abu Sufyan he said to the Sahabis that this caravan has our things let’s go get it may be Allah will give it to us.  Companions had to get ready and come NOW.  (because the first time they were delayed by people who were slow and weren’t able to intercept caravamn at the same time.)
h. 61 from Aws and 170 Khazraj:  More Khazraj because they were closer than Aws

i. Total they had 70 camels and 2 camels with the intention of attacking the caravan

i. Groups of threes and every one took turns riding the camel.  H. Muhammad shared with two people and said that they should ride.  The companions said that they would prefer to walk 
j. In his hastiness to catch the Quraish, he forgot to make someone in charge while he was gone.  P. Muhammad asked Abu Lubabah, to lead the people and the prayer.  

k. Abu Sufyan had heard that H. Muhammad was coming.  When scouting the area he saw dry camel dung and squeezed it to realize that he the Prophet was coming.  Abu Sufyan sends Dumdum to Makkah.  When DumDum arrives in Makkah he sits on the highest

i. O Quraish, Danger Danger, Abu Sufyan and your wealth is in danger, I do not even think you will make” 

ii. Right before this occurred Abu Jahl is making fun of Bani Hashim to Abu Abbas saying You have a prophet and now a prophetess:  Atikah bint Abu Muttalib had a dream that there was a man next to the zamzam and he screams “o peop;e of Badr come to your death in three days”

iii. Upon hearing all the Quraish went.  Abu Lahab stayed behind and sent a representative in their place.  Bani Hadi was the only one who didn’t go
iv. Banu Bakran were the enemies of the Quraish. Quraish were afraid that if every one left Banu Bakran might take over while they are gone.  But Iblis came in form of Surakah Ibn Malik and said don’t worry about Banu Bakran he would take care of them.  
v. P. Muhammad was near and heading towards the caravan, and when Abu Sufyan was sure they were coming, Abu Sufyan took the coastal route so that muslims would no longer be able to intercept the caravan since they were protected by angels. 

vi. When Abyu Sufyan took that route, he sent another messenger and said that the caravan is safe and they should return  to Makkah.

vii. Although the whole army wanted to turn back.  Abu Jahl didn’t want to go back, so he said that they would go the badr area (a sacred and off limits ground) and stay for three days and party to show the Arabs the strength of the Quraish.  Every one obeyed him except _____ and he left to go to Makkah.  

viii. H. Muhammad went out to see what was going on, two scouts were captured and  questioned:

1. Where are you from?

2. Are you from the caravan of Abu Sufyan?

3. How many camels you slaughters (over 10 per night i.e. 100 people per camel so over a 1000 people) 

ix. Allah promised them that they would either win the caravan or the Quraish.  
x. H. Abu Bakr and Umar upon hearing this said that they would be by the side of P. Muhammad (SAW)

1. When H. Muhammad is faced with a choice, they consult with each other.  

xi. Every time he asked the Muhajereen would answer until after a while a representative of Ansar, Saad ibn Muaad,  said that we have accepted this message as true and take us where you will take us even if it is the bottom of the ocean, we will always be with you.  We are people of war and will not fear battle.  May your eyes be cool when you see our skills.

1. The reason it was so important that Ansar agreed to fight because pledge of Aqabah was not to protect the prophet outside Madinah.  The interpretation could be literal or a total protection.
2. At this prophet said that “Go for Allah has guaranteed victory”
xii. When the Prophet and company got to the wells, he asked a man who lived near the wells of Badr whether the Quraish were there 

xiii. When Quraish found out that the muslims were around the corner, Utbah bin Rabiyah was one of the many people who wanted to leave.   He said that Muslims have arrived, They are our family, if we continue we will not look at each other the same way because you will be looking at your relatives killer. So we should go back.  Abu Jahl gets up and says that we will not go back, we will not let the Amr bin Haydrami (like 9/11 for Iraq) die in vain.  Then he said to Utbah that you don’t want to fight your relatives because you are a coward.  When the battle started they were the first to go up to fight because they wanted to prove that they were not cowards.  

1. P. Muhammad said that each generaltion has a Pharown and this generations Pharoh was Abu Jahl
xiv. The night before Muslim’s felt very sleepy because Allah sent them sleep and Allah sent a rain so the water drained to the area where the non-muslims were so kufar’s feet were muddied.  Hubab bin Uzair asked is this a place that Allah ordered you to stay or is this war tactics?  H.  Muhammad said this is war tactics so Hubaib said that go in front of the wells so you they are behind them.  So they were able to drink water.

1. When you find things from Allah that don’t make sense to you.  You must still do it.  

xv. In the morning told muslims the strategy, and lined up the arabs.  All companions lined up except Sawal ibn Ghuzair.  H. Muhammad pokes him and says go back in lines, Sawal says that hurt and that he wanted revenge, so P. Muhammad said that okay and lifted his armour and Sawal kissed him in that place.  P. Muhammad asked why.  Sawal said that it might me my last day so I wanted to make sure that the last person I touched skin to skin was you.
xvi. Archers in the back, fighters in the front, in lines.  This method keeps everyone together and was copied in CIVIL WAR.
1. Arab way of fighting of is one group goes in gets tired and is replace by the next group. 

xvii. H. Muhammad (SAW) prayed for a very long time for the fear that if this group of people were to be deafeated, Allah would no longer be worshipped.

xviii. The morning of the battle:

1. Muslim on north and non-muslims on south side

2. Before they met the Quraish asked for Duel 

a. Shaybah ibn Rabi vs. H. Ubaidah ibn al-Harith

b. Waleedd ibn Utbah vs H. Ali 

c. Utbah ibn Rabi’a vs. H. Hamza

i. Uthbah’s family went out and agreed to fight only Quraish to show he was not a coward

3. When the battle began, H. Muhammad took a hand full of sand and threw it and Allah made the sand sprinkle into every mushrik’s eyes
4. Allah also sent Angels to help when muslims got to hand to hand battle.  

5. When Iblis saw the angels coming down, he ran away and jumped into the red sea knowing that mushrikeen had lost
6. The companions were able to distinguish a person who was killed by angels or humans.  Because angels would kill with weopens that left a clean mark and burns.

7. H. Muhammad ordered that certain mushrikeen NOT to be killed such as 

a. Al Abbas bin Abu Muttalib:  An Ansari brought Abbas to P. Muhammad and said he captured him.  But Abbas said that angels tied him up
8. Akdam Khyzum:  Giddy Up horse

9. Two young boys followed the army to Badr and they looked up and they heard a cavalry coming from their heads.  1000 angels came down to assist the muslims.  The Angels who fought in badr had their status raised.  

10. Fighters of Badr were promised paradise and forgiveness of past and future sins. This made them even more thankful.

11. Companions wanted to protect the P. Muhammad but P. Muhammad kept going in front to fight so the companions sought his protection.
12. Ukaishah ibnu Mehsun.  He swong his sword and his sward broke in two.  P. Muhammad saw him and gave him a stick to fight with.  Okaishah fought with the stick and raised this stick to fight and the stick turned to a sward. Because of his true trust in Allah and the Prophet.
a. 70,000 people will enter paradise without rekoning,  When Ukaishah stood up and said “P. Muhammad please make dua that I am one of those people”

13. All the leaders and nobels of Quraish were killed in this battle:
a. Abu Jahl:  Abdur Rahman Bin Auf was in the line and looked to the right and left and saw two young men from the Ansar and he felt sad because he needs to protect them not the otherway around.  One of the kids asks Abdur Rahman asks “hey uncle who is Abu Jahl” and he asked why you wanna know “he said that I heard that he hurt the prophet” the other said the same thing, saying that he and his brother has a competition on who will kill Abu Jahl first.  When Abdur Rahman saw him amonst the strongest of Quraish and told them, they ran to him and one hit him up top one down low.  They went to the prophet and he said that I killed:  saw the blood and said both killed.  P. Muhammad wanted to see, Abdullah bin Masood said he would bring Abu Jahl’s body.  When he went to get Abu Jahl and he said “that’s a high place for a shepard to be”.  Abdullah slapped him on his ear chopped off his head and brought him to H. Muhammad 
i. Abdullah bin Masood was the first to recite quran openly in makkah. Accepted Islam when he was young when he was a boy Shepard.  H. Muhammad approached him and said asked for milk. Abdullah bin Masood said I cant give you milk because this is a trust to me.  H. Muhammad asked can I get a sheep that hasn’t has a baby.  And milked that.  When he was getting ready to leave Abdullah said cabn you show me how to do that.  Abdullah was then called to Islam and memorized surahs directly through H. Muhammad’s mouth.  When he learned this Abdullah went to the Kaabah and recited Surah Rahman.  And when Abu Jahl heard this he went up to Abdullah and slapped him so hard his ear bled and Abdullah went crying to H. Muhammad.  Jibrael came to H. Muhammad smiling and said “ear for an ear and head is extra.”
b. Ummayah bin Khalaf:  Murderer of Summayah and Aamar and persecutor of Bilal.  H. Bilal captured Ummayah and brought him to prophet. Bilal said that Ummayah is the head of Kufr and  may I not live if he lives to today.  He killed Ummayah.  Ummayah was a big man and when they were about to through him in the well.  But his body swelled up so they stoned his body until covered with stone.
c. Utbah bin Abi Mueed: Utbah lived next to the prophet’s house, strangled prophet Muhammad SAW and threws garbage out his door.  On his way to Madina, he was one of the prisoners, but Prophet that he should be killed.  When Ali went to kill him, Utbah yelled “O Muhammad! who will take care of my children”.  “The hellfire will”
14. People who were nice to the muslims he treated them nicely

15. If Mutim ibn Adeem were to come and ask for the freedom of the prisoners, Prophet would let them go.  Mutim provided protection tno Muhammad after Taif.

16. 70 prisoners of war for Muslims

13. After the war

a. After this there was no ruling concerning the spoils of war.  Those who were busy taking the loot said finders keepers, others who were chasing the enemy said we should get them, as did the protectors of P. Muhammad.  So there was a fire.  Allah sent a revelation and said that they should compromise.  But Muslims are allowed to take it and use it.

b. Abu Bakr said that we should ransom the prisoners and build the nation and army
c. Umar said that we should show the force of muslim

d. People who were not able to ransom themselves, H. Muhammad said that they could ransom themselves by teaching 10 muslims how to read and write.

i. One boy was hit by the teacher.  The kid went home and complained to his dad.  His dad said, don’t bother going back.  

e. Abbas was captures, said I am with you. You still have to pay the ransom because you fought against the muslims.
i. Iman Composed of three things: What you believe in the heard, what you say with your tongue and what you do.

ii. Who ever leaves the prayer, he is not muslim.
f. Judgment concerning the prisoners: revelation came down in support of Umar bin Khattab RA.  
14. Lessons of Battle of Badr

a. Importance of Consultation:  

i. Al Imarah Shurah meaning leadership is consultation  

ii. Who ever calls leadership for himself without consultation with the Muslims, you shouldn’t be content unless you kill him

b. Victory doesn’t come in numbers but because of the help of Allah

15. Eid ul Fitr came after the first Ramadan prescribed just before the Battle

16. Quraysh and Jewish reaction

a. Jews were hoping that Madinah was going through a phase that Quraysh would crush.  

b. Signed Madinah treaty because they thought Muslims would lose

c. After the Battle of Badr, the enemity of Jews was more apparent in Madinah, Banu Qaynuqa were allies to Khazraj let by Abdullah ibnu Ubaid un Salehoon
i. Poetry of Muslim Women

ii. Made fun of the muslims

iii. Threatened Muslims:  Don’t be deceived by your victory at Badr, fight us and see what fighting really is

iv. Straw that Broke the Camels Back:  One day a muslim woman was buying jewelry and inspecting jewelry and squatting.  One of the Jews pinned the hem of her dress to the neck.  When she stood her privacy was invaded.  Muslim man got mad hit jew guy and killed.  Another jew giy killed muslim guy.  Breached treaty with muslim.  For 15 days H. Muhammad surrounded the Jews and Jews said that he could do what ever.  H. Muhammad could have killed those who fought the muslims.  Abdullah biun Ubaid bin Salood grabbed on to the Prophet SAW and said these people were with us before P. Muhammad.  They were exiled from Madinah.

d. When the P. Muhammad (SAW) came they expected the Prophet Muhammad SAW and they knew all the signs of the Prophet.  But when he came to Madinah they rejected him because he was Arab.  They had said that “we are going to beat you to the Prophet”  Because the Arabs accepted Islam before them, they refused to accept Islam

e. After the Battle of Badr enemity was more obvious.  This is when the people who didn’t believe came forward and pretended to be muslim.
i. We have people like this today are people who write about islam and mess up Islam.  When non muslims ask about Islam they go to these hypocrites

f. Prophet Muhammad wanted to know who the munafiqoon were and the battle Uhud brought them out.

g. When Abu Lahab was angry at the defeat of the Quraysh and hit his slave girl.  He was said to have a contagious desiese.  He died alone and no one baried him until neighbours complained of the smell.

17. Uhud

a. Motives:

i. Economic Strife:  Muslims raided caravans going to Makkah

ii. The Quraish had lost their position.  So to regain their honor 

iii. All the profits from the caravan of Abu Sufyan would be used to defeat muslims

b. Army:  3000 

c. In Madinah P. Muhammad (SAW) had a dream that he was fighting and his sward chipped.  Upon hearing of the army of Makkah, and consultated, I saw in a dream that Madinah will be a strong fortress for us.  We should fight in the street of Madinah.  More people can fight better.  The younger kids who had not fought in Badr and didn’t want to risk the Quraysh left.  The kids said that “We arn’t used to waiting for the army to attack.” Abdullah bin Sulooh wanted to fight in Madinah, so that no one would have to be SEEN fighting and it would be easier to hide.  Allah revealed ayah (47:20) in regards to this.
d. While the prophet (SAW) was putting on their armour the kids and elders were fighting and they let H. Muhammad decide whether to stay in Madinah or Uhud.  So P. Muhammad decided to go outside 
i. When a leader makes a decision he should stick to it.

ii. A leader shouldn’t be indecisive.  If you think its right follow through. 

e. When Prophet got the army together and ready to go, Abdullah ibn Sulood got up and said that it is time to return and they returned 300 mushrik fighters to return.  “Muhammad doesn’t listen to the elders he listens to young fools.”  Jafar followed them and asked them not to return.  
i. The reason that they were sent back because Allah had marked them as mushrik
ii. In time of difficulty, you realize who the real muslims are.  

f. Musab ibn Umaid carried standard for Aws
g. Habab ibn Munsir carried banner for Khazraj 

h. They took a different route.  

i. On the way they met Mirbah ibn Umaidi, a blind munafiq, if you are a prophet then let me tell you I don’t allow you to enter this orchad.  Umar bin Khattab was angry and wanted to kill him and go through.  The messenger said don’t kill him he is blind of eye and heart.  H. Abdullah bin Jumaid was to lead a group of archers so that their back would be protected from the only entrance.  The instructions were to NOT to leave the place without the order of the Prophet no matter what happens.  

ii. Muslims fought well and got upper hand quickly

iii. Archers seeing that the muslims were victorious, and notibcing that some people were already gathering the spoils of war.  Some archers said why are wetaying here whemn every one is collecting loot.  Majority of archers left regardless of H. Abdullah bin Jumaid’s request not to.  
iv. Khalid ibn Abi Walid (RA) was a quraish general best general of all times and never lost a battle,  he was asked to step down because people thought Khalid was bringing them victory.

v. H. Hamzah was killed in this battle Narrative of Wahshi (Page 23) cut out his bodily organs of Hamzah including private parts, gave it to Hind.  Hind made a necklace and tried to eat liver.  If she had swolled it, the fire of hell wouldn’t touch her because of its purity.  H. Muhammad saw Wahshi he would tear up.  The chipping of the sward in P. Muhammad’s dream meant he would lose a relative.  

vi. Mushab bin Umair, leader of the Shabab, on the day he died, they couldn’t find anything on him that could cover him completely because he had nothing of this dunyah. They had nothing except one garment.
vii. Because the archers did not protect the backs of muslims, Khalid ibn Abi Walid  came around from the back and attacked.  Since muslims didn’t see the Prophet a rumer went around that the prophet had died.  
1. Some people gave up and sat down in the middle of the battle field. 

2. Anas ibn Nazar was stregthedn by his anger and said that he smelled paradise among the back of Uhud and jumped in the midst of non-muslim and killed so many people.  When they were burying the dead he had so many wounds that he was unrecognizable.  His sistrer ID’d him by a fingernail. 

3. “And Muhammad is but a Messeger” revealed (3:144)
4. Saad ibn Abi Waqas around the messenger of Prophet.  Prophet was struck in shoulder and tooth.  

a. Fatimah washed the prophet and Ali badaged him.

b. O Allah forgive my people for they have no knowledge
i. Lessons of Uhud:  
i. Victory comes from the obedience of the Prophet and his Messsenger

ii. Muslims had to fight two fronts this teaches that many muslims were given martyredom
iii. Love of the Prophet Muhammad

1. A woman was told her husband, son and father martyred and she asked for the Prophet Muhammad (SAW), and asked to see him and she said every calamity after this is minute now that Prophet is safe.

iv. Protecting the Prophet is important.  We can protect the Prophet by protecting the honor, sunnah, and reputation of the Prophet SAW.
1. When his own son prohibited the women from going to the masjid. H. Umar said how will you stop women from going to the masjid I will no longer speak to you till I die. 

v. Allah has given us life in this dunyah as a test and pitfall to enrich the hereafter or make life after death very dangerous.  

1. Tests of men:  Women, Tests for women:  Israf
2. Best of muslims is the best towards your women.

3. Husbands taught their wives and the wives knew as must as their men

vi. You should read the Quran to each other, motivate each other 
vii. Honor to die as myrters 

viii. Allah tested the to see who the true muslims were

ix. Bodies of the Myrters do not decompose

1. Abdullah ibn Haram buried in Uhud his son wanted to replace his father’s body dug up body and it was same as the day they died
j. Acts of Bravery of Uhud:

i. Hanzalah bin Abi Amr:  Just Marries and this was his first night, and he hadn’t even had a chance to make ghusul. After finding him he was wet.  The prophet said he was washed by the angels

ii. Uzman:  Fought brave and injured, and companions said how brave he was.  Prophet said he is in the hellfire, why?  Because he was injured and gave up so committed suicide fought to show off

iii. Umm Amara:  Woman she helped wounded, helped prophet when he was wounded

iv. Allah promised to send angels to help if the muslims were patient but they didn’t keep their back so no angel help except Jibrael came down to protect the Prophet SAW 

v. 70 muslims martyred; 20 pagens killed

vi. Abu Sufyan was the leader of the campaign, approached the foot hill and said “Is Muhammad here,”  every one was quite “ If Abu Quhafah here? Is Umar bin Khattab here”  and turned around and said It seems they are all dead and said “Hubal is the highest”  And P Muhammad said to answer him, and they said Allah is the greatest and most exalted.  Abu Suufyan said We have Uzza and you don’t have Uzza, Prophet said Allah is our protector and  you have no protector.  Abu Sufyan said Today for the day of Badr.  P. Muhammad didn’t say any thinbg and Umar bin Khattab said:  We are not equal those who have died amoungst us are in paradise and your dead are in the hellfire.  

vii. When Prophet came to the battle ground to see the dead and saw the mutallation of H. Hamzahs body.  Prophet Muhammad said if we are in battle again we will mutilate them worse.  But Allah revealed (3:179) and Prophet (SAW) asked for forgiveness.  
viii. The Dead of Uhud were arranged in the order of how much Quran they had memorized.   
18. Tragedy of Mauna Well

a. Non-Muslims were encouraged by the victory of the Quraysh

b. Abu Barrah visited Madinah and Prophet spoke to him. He said that “why don’t you send people to the Valley of Najd because they want to learn more about Islam”  Prophet (SAW) chose 70 of the most knowledgeable to Valley of Najd with protection of Abu Barrah.  
c. The people came and killed every single one of the companions except 3

i. Two weren’t killed because they lagged behind Qay bin Uzair bin Nazar and Muaid ____
ii. Amr bin Umayah:  Played Dead

iii. Captured and released one of the lager because the captor owed his mother a slave

iv. Companions saw slaughter of their friends

v. Haram bin Haan was one of the 70 and when he was struck he said “By the Lord of the Kaabah I have won”

vi. When Amr bin  Umayah was returning he saw two people from Banu Kilab and thinking they were from the people of Nijad, killed him. Banu Kilab were allied with the Prophet.  
vii. Banu Nadir went to the Quraysh and gave them classified information about the muslim. 

viii. When Prophet SAW realizes what has been done, the Prophet SAW and offers to pay the blood money.   H. Muhammad (SAW) went to Banu Nazir for assistance in paying the money.  The Jews realizing this said this was a good time to kill the Prophet.  They took a boulder to the top of the house and were about to kill the Prophet.  H. Muhammad SAW went to see the Banu Nazir but left quickly and silently when Jibrael came to tell him of the Jews plan.  

1. If there is a calamity that has fallen among the community then the imam should make qunoot in ruku.

ix. So then then P. Muhammad laid a siege on the Jews for 10 days.  Abdullah bin Sulood said that don’t give up we will protect you.  But when they again refused to be exiled.  Laid siege again. Then exiled again and allowed to carry all they could one one camel.
1. READ MORE? Surah Hashar 

19. Rumors that Jews were meeting to possibly kill the Prophet SAW
a. Buraid ibn Aswadi from the Aslmai tribe and asked him to confirm rumor, and found that they were gathering to kill the muslims

b. Prophet immediately gathered the army and muslims went and attack them.  Non-Muslims weren’t ready so gave up.  Muslim captured women and children.  2000 camels, 5000 goats.  Javiariyah bin Harith was the wife of their leader.  You can only capture slaves through war.  
i. Prisoners of War:  Kill or enslave or free.   Salvery in islam is a form of Dawah not oppression.  

ii. Do for your slave what you would do for yourself, feed them, clothe them
iii. Cannot free slave until they accept Islam

iv. Most slaves became mufti’s and knowledgable scholors
1. If you have knowledge you can get anything

c. Prophet was approached by Javaria and she said “oh messenger of Allah, I am a daughter of a noble  it is not right for me to be a slave to Tabit ibn Quwais”.  After she married the Prophet the people of Madinah said it was inappropriate to keep the wife of Prophet Muhammad SAW’s family as slave.  When her father came and asked her to come back with him.  P. Muhammad allowed her to go.  She decided to stay and so her father accepted Islam
20. Abdullah ibn Solool: Called people by their families.  Prophet broke it up by saying that tribalism is ignorance
a. Abdullah continued to go house to house to stir up tribalism 
b. H. Muhammad started to have them march home so they wouldn’t be able to talk.

c. On the way back the scandal of Aisha (RA) happened.

i. Safyan Ibn Muatal.  
ii. Rumors started by Abdullah ibn Abdullah ibn Sulool

iii. Weak muslims started talkimg about this from the Khazraj tribe.  When Saad ibn Muas heard this he offered to kill any one from Aws who said anything about this 
iv. Saad ibn Muada, leader of Khazraj, said why say that…he wanted to spark up the old war

v. Went on for days and weeks.  

vi. Aisha found out at  her moms house

vii. Chastity of a person’s wife
viii. Aisha was hoping that Prophet with have a dream proving her innocence, an ayah was relvealed her innocence.  

ix. Masinah and Hasan spread rumors, punishment 4 lashes. 

x. Jews Instigate but never do it.
21. Banu Naidar:  Went to Quraish and said that you have to finish off the Muslims and you have to attack Muslims immediately and destroy them
22. Battle of Trench 

a. Prophet was consulting with the people of Madinah and Salman Al Farsi suggested building a trentch around Madinah
b. Everyone was digging trench and not doing anything else.  Ran out of food.  The Munafiqoon would sneak off because they don’t want to do the work. 
c. Trench 9 ft wide, 10 feet deep and took 6-24 days.  They worked non stop 

d. Jabar bin Abdullahi saw the Prophet put a boulder on his stomach, Jabar went home and got a lamb, slaughtered it and bread. He went to give this to him and 10 other people.  H. Muhammad called every one (over 1000) and said bismillah and everyone started eating.  There was enough to fill everyone up.
i. Baraqah:  when you get more out of things than expected.  

ii. Eat together

iii. Don’t count your money to get baraqah

e. As they dug the recited Quran and sang Nasheed.  
i. Music halal so long as the words are halal and the music is duf

f. Messenger of Allah would strike the big stone that no one could break up. 
g. The prophet said that he could see the fall of Rome and Persia.  At this the munafiq said that the Prophet was delusional (33:12-13)

h. After finishing digging everything the messenger of Allah lined up the muslims.  The Women, men and children gathered in the Fort of Masai that belonged to Bani Haritha.  When the enemy started coming.  The battle was fierce that Prophet didn’t have time to pray.  Umar came to Muhammad and said that I haven’t prayed yet.  And Allah said that may Allah fill the mouths of the people who have kept us busy.  Then he Prayed Asr, Maghrib and Isha.  Then Allah revealed the procedure of prayer while in war known as Salat ul Khawf.

i. Muslims faced another danger: Banu Kuradah.  Banu Nadir is spearheading this campaign and went to people of Banu Kuraidah and said that the Muslims will be destroyed no doubt about it.  If you stand with the Muslims you will fall with them, break your alliance with them now.  Argued and negotiated until they broke their agreement with the Prophet.  Now the Muslims were facing the Quraish on one side and the allies became the enemy and attaking from other side.  Prophet send a cavalry to surround Banu Kuraidah.  There is a lot of tension Muslims attack from back and front.  Food ran out.  
j. Nuaib Ibn Masood al Ghatafani from Najran and leader of Ghatafani tribe, accepted Islam and snuck into the muslim camp and said I have accepted Islam and my people don’t know that yet.  Prophet asked him to cause disersion between your people.  He went to Banu Kuraidah and said that you have broke from Muslims because the Quraish will leave and come back and if they do that Muslims will kill you.  So ask the Quraish to give you 50 men as collateral.  Then he went to Quraish and said that he said that he is hearing that the Banu Kuraidah feel bad and want to show Prophet Muhammad (SAW) their allegiance by taking 50 of Quraishi men and killing them for the Prophet.  When Banu Kuraidah 
k. Allah sent a wind storm in the winter to the Quraishi men. The tents blew off and the cold soilders retreated.  So the next morning when muslims awoke the Quraishi army was gone

l. After this H. Muhammad said that “from this day on we will not be on the defensive side”

m. As P. Muhammad was about to take of his armour when H. Jibrael said Fight Banu Kuraidah.  Prophet Muhammad SAW said do not pray Asr until you reach Banu Kuraidah. This was close to the Asr.  Some people prayed since it was time others reached Banu Kuraidah, no one was scolded.
n. Muslims lay siege to Banu Kuraidah for 15 days until they gave up. They surrendered at this time. Options: Kill or exile.  Prophet asked them what should we do to you now.  They asked that Saad ibn Muaad to give the ruling.  Saad was injured from the battle of trench so he wasn’t in the siege.  H. Muhammad told them to stand up and greet their leader.  You don’t stand up for any one.
o. Saad ibn Muaad’s ruling:  Kill all men who have reached the age of puberty and women and children should be enslaved.  

p. Ruling stunned the Banu Kuraidah but the prophet said that this was the command that just came from Allah to the Prophet.
q. Signs of puberty:  Facial, pubic, armpit hair

23. In the sixth year of Hijrah H. Muhammad set off to do Umrah, Quraish could not prevent anyone to enter Makkah  to do Umrah.  Send Mushab Bin Usman to see Quraish’s reaction to this.  Quraish upon hearing this put on leopard skins as a sign of war.  P. Muhammad held a counsel and said that if they were going to fight, so we will fight, Abu Bakr said that lets not be hasty we left with intention of Umrah so lets try to avoid a fight
a. So Prophet Muhammad went a longer route and went through Hudaibiyah.   When Prophet SAW wented to keep moving but his camel Qaswa would move.  So H. Muhammad said we will stay because this is the same as what happened to Abraha.   

b. They stayed in Hudaibiyah. Hudaibiyah only had one well and it 

c. Prophet asked Umar to go and said send Uthman bin Affan.

e. Everyone took pledge that Ja’a bin Kaif

f. Irwa bin Masud: “No king is venerated the way the Muhammad is venerated by his people”

g. Quraish had Nadwa:  

h. Treaty: Sohail ibn Amr.

i. Umar bin Khattab was upset why accept this humiliation.  
j. Islam prospers in peace NOT war.

k. Abu Jandal son of Suhail ibn Amr was the first 

l. Take of your Ihram and slaughter your sheep and cut your hair.  

m. Prophet went to the tent to Umm Salamah.  She said “go out there and do it your self and don’t say anything, they will follow you.” He does this and companions follow

n. Surah Fatimah revealed 

o. Abu Jandal escaped from Sohail and the muslims except they settled in the caravan, and they started attacking the caravan.  So Makkans said please eliminate that clause cause this is causing too much trouble. Women were taken in because the clause specified men.  Every clause became in their favor.  

p. Lesson:  Rumors start with one person and generally changed like in the telephone game

24. H. Muhammad (SAW) took advamntage of the treaty and sent out letters of leaders of Islam

a. Letters to leaders of Nations

i. Oh People of the Book

ii. Najashi was the first to receive and accept the letter of Dawah
1. When he died, Muhammad (SAW) asked muslims to pray Salat-ul-Janazah Ghaib for the Najashi

a. Requirement of this salah is that no one has prayed already and the body cannot be recovered.

b. If you die of a plague it is martyrdom.  

iii. Seal of the Prophet was the signature. 

iv. 1 year and half later Tribe of Khuza’a joined muslims and tribe of Bakr joined quraish.
1. Banu Bakra attacked the Khuza’a tribe. 

2. Khuza’a ran to the Kaabah

3. Banu Bakra slaughtered them in front of the Kaabah

4. They did this because they thought Muslims wouldn’t found out

5. When P. Muhammad found out he 

6. Abu Sufyan wanted to renew the contract.  Prophet Muhammad sent the army to the North.  Abu Sufyan said that they had left.  When Abu Sufyan returned content, Prophet Muhammad SAW called the army back.  

7. H. Muhammad SAW collected army to attack Makkah

8. Hatim bin Batta sent a letter to Makkah saying that you will be attacked via a woman.  

9. H. Umar went back and got the letter

10. P. Muhammad asked Hathim was his motives were, he said he wanted to be on the good side of the Makkans so that they would protect his family.
11. Umar wanted to chop off his head but P. Muhammad (SAW) spared him because he participated in Badr

12. On the way there Abu Sufyan and Abu Abbas met to accept Islam 

a. Two of the Qurayshes greatest leaders accepted Islam

13. H. Muhammad sent a letter to the people of Makkah saying:
a. People in the masjid Al-Haram are safe

b. People in their house were safe

c. People in the house of Abu Sufyan were safe

i. Wisdom:  Make Abu Sufyan a new muslim and a leader of Makkans feel special so that he would call others to Islam

14. Nearly no Killing

a. Murederes of muslims were killed

b. Dheet non-muslims are killed

15. 360 idols are killed. 

25. Makkans were told that there is no blame on you.  

a. H. Muhammad (SAW) got to Mt Safa and people came one by one and became muslims

26. Bilal went to top of the Kaabah and made Azan.  Newly converted muslims said “alhamdullilah my father died before seeing this day”

27. The Prophet said Surah Fateh. 

a. Abu Bakr would cry every time he heard this ayah because he knew that this meant that Prophet SAW was going to be taken away soon

28. Allah tested the Muslims again

a. The beduoin tribes around Makkah accepted Islam after this.  They knew that who ever one would be on the right path.  But there are some from Taif, Hawazin etc. that said that we will fight to the death and destroy or be destroyed rather than accept Islam.  They brought everyone and everything so they wouldn’t be tempted to flee.  They positioned their archers well and when the muslims arrived they were rained with arrows. (Day of Humain)
b. They started turning back when there were two people with Abu Sufyan and Abu Abbas screamed go back and fight.  Muslims when they saw the bravery of the Prophet as the Prophet kept forward.  Seeing this they decided to turn back and fight. And with Allah’s help they won and spoils of war were huge because the Beduoin had brought EVERYTHING.

c. The Prophet gave to the people of Makkah but didn’t give anything to the Muhajereen or the Ansar. The young ones said that we are in the need and we have been with him so long why is he giving the rich and Makkans (his people) everything.  Prophet Muhammad heard about this and said that “sometimes I give wealth to people not because I love them some times I don’t give wealth to people because I love you, are you not happy to return with me when they leave with 100s of camels?”  When Makkans returned to say that “Accept Islam, Muhammad gives without fear of poverty”  This increases muslims because the Ansar and Muhajereen already had a strong faith 
29. This year P. Muhammad made Hajj, at this hajj there were more than 140000 muslims.  Only 10 years ago muslims were being kicked out of Makkah.

h. Donot make my grave a place of worship or a place of ritual.  This is to avoid shirk.  

i. Give all Prophet’s money went to charity.  Prophet does not leave inheritance, inheritance is knowledge

j. Knowledge open to all.
k. Who ever hides knowledge will 
l. Last advise:  “Make sure you pray, perfect your prayer”

m. 12 Rabi-ul Awal at 63 years of Age Prophet Muhammad SAW passed away.

i. Umar bin Khattab couldn’t believe it and said “He hasn’t died yet like Musa went away for 40 days. May he cut the hands and tongues of those who claim this”

ii. Abu Bakr heard this and he recited the ayah “and now, he who worships Muhammad (let him know that) Muhammad is now dead.  But he who worships Allah, (let him know that) He is Ever Living and never dies.”

iii. When Umar heard this ayah it his him that he was in fact dead
