This is a fairly old game made by the webmaster of Draken Productions, FinalSoul. It was made using RM2K, so no side-view anims or fancy weather effects. Onward!

GRAPHICS: 15/20 

FS likes using Mac&Blue chipsets, and what seem to be Roco’s characters. Fine, absolutely fine, especially in close-to masterworks like these chipsets. The dungeons and villages are varied and provide a very interesting look while browsing them. The battle animations have been slaved over in the making by FS himself, and it shows how long he spent on them. Teron’s battle animation in particular is beautiful to behold (his skill anims), and makes fighting every battle in the game worth watching.

GAMEPLAY: 18/20

Standard RPGing fare, once more with some puzzles to solve and some nice little touches. For instance, the soldiers in the palace don’t just stand there watching you-you have to get into their sight for them to fight you. Clever little touches like this make the game far more fun to play, and the menu, while standard RM2K, is easy to use and an accessible interface. Good show.

MUSIC/SOUND: 18/20

FinalSoul certainly knows his way around choosing music for his games. As with Cry of Destiny (in fact quite a few tunes overlap from each game), the melodies are sometimes ripped from Final Fantasy and Chrono Cross, and sometimes a little more obscure and exciting. Gives the ears an excellent workout while playing, and sets the atmosphere and mood quite adequately. Perfect.

STORY: 19/20

There’s a black sphere on the far-away continent of Farlo, and Teron is hiring a group of mercenaries to venture inside it and destroy it. Sound like generic RPG storylining? Well, play the game. You’ll quickly find out it’s not. There are some nice little twists, and the story always shows that the characters are only human and not superheroes. Enjoyable story, and will probably get a far better mark when the ultimate full version is released upon the public.

FUN: 20/20

I spent a whole afternoon playing it, and I don’t often do that with RM2K games, because they are all too short. Not so this Beta demo of Tallon, which is exactly the right length and definitely leaves you wanting more when it ends. The only game to rival this in story excellence is A Blurred Line, and nobody has heard from Lysander in a large while, but FS is a prominent RPG maker. Excellence.
