THE MURDER 2 REVIEW

This game is part of a two-game pack, which I can only assume is supposed to be an ongoing story.

GRAPHICS-5/20

Okay. When I say no RTP, that generally means try and use custom graphics or graphics from a website if you can. That doesn’t mean put a couple of sofas in the RM2K3 RTP chipsets and hope nobody notices. The characters are, once again, all RTP, except for the dead guard who belongs to the Future charsets of RM2K’s RTP addon, as far as I know. No battles, so there’s no battle animations to speak of. Overall a pretty diabolical section, which could be drastically improved by the introduction of some different graphics for once. A couple of sofas put in an RTP chipset, a good graphic set does not make.

GAMEPLAY-N/A

There is no gameplay. This is a short movie, so you don’t get to play anything.

MUSIC/SOUND-3/20

Let’s play a little guessing game, shall we? Three letters, all in the lower portion of the alphabet, sounds like “Ahhh, free tea!” You guessed it-all sounds in this little experience (for want of a better word) are RTP. Boring, useless, annoying, never-liked and never-wanted RTP. Just because your game is short, that doesn’t give you an excuse to negate all the important parts to the backburner. It doesn’t take very much to just grab a couple of MIDIs off the internet, and even if they were Final Fantasy, you’d get more points for this section. Sound effects are of course RTP. STORY-2/20
Even less than the first instalment. We pick up where the first Murder left off, which as you’ll know if you’ve played the first game is very vague. The dead guard still remains, and the intro dialogue tries to add some comedy but fails miserably. One gets the impression that the creator sat at his computer adding this dialogue and falling over himself laughing, knowing that everyone else will find his creation hilarious. Well, anyway, this “movie” has even less point than the last. A man breaks into the home, seems to be speaking to himself on the phone (the name of the person speaking never changes from “Man”), and then leaves. Confusing, annoying and ultimately pointless.

FUN-3/20

The words ‘fun’ and ‘RTP’ go together like paper and fire. It’s either one or it’s the other. I’ve yet to play a game made of RTP that’s actually fun to play. I was hoping this might be an exception to the rule, but who was I to hope? It’s just another mediocre, run-of-the-mill, average game made by someone with way too much time on his hands and who thinks that everyone will find his half-baked idiot creation amazing.
